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December 4, 2013 at Toledo Fire Department
The meeting was called to order at 10:10 and adjourned at 12:05.
1. Introductions
2. Map on Agenda: The map shows reportable HAZMAT incidents for the past 2 months.
3. Minutes: Rob Murphy moved to accept November minutes, Greg Keyte seconded, minutes were approved.
4. Discussion
Jenny Demaris: Will provide information about new software
EHS list: Discussion of why some facilities are not on list of EHS facilities for Lincoln County. (Reporting requirements have changed. OSFM has changed their reportable quantities and in some cases the new OSFM reporting requirements are at a higher level than the EPA List of List Reportable Quantity. Some facilities may accidently remove EHS substances because of this change.Other reasons facilities may not report include not being aware of requirements for reportable quantity vs. threshold planning quantity and errors such as not checking the appropriate box on the OSFM survey. The LEPC may develop a process for reviewing filings to determine if a facility is EHS. The LEPC need to be a steward as well as AJH, and may have opportunities to identify new EHS facilities (e.g. as part of a business license or change of occupancy process.)
Outreach and authority- Local LEPC has authority through provisions provided by EPCRA.  This authority includes provisions such as the ability of the LEPC to perform on-site auditing of facilities suspected of possessing EHS substances, but not reporting.  Any provisions of authority of the LEPC should be studied and limitations understood by the LEPC membership before acting on that authority.  
DEQ responds and coordinates cleanup, OSFM (HazMat Teams) respond and mitigate releases. DEQ is a resource for facilities that with to reduce their use of toxics substances and potentially get off the EHS list. Fees pass through the SFM to DEQ. Federal and OR OSHA also visit facilities. OSFM tracks reportable quantities of hazardous substances, the local jurisdictions may use that information for planning purposes.
The LEPC could look at the first phase of its work as getting the EHS facility plans in place with the need being to comply with the spirit of the law- public safety. A second phase could be to plan for the non-EHS facility emergencies. It was noted that any facility may need to make redactions or have appropriate confidentiality agreements in order to share their emergency operations plans. NWNG collaboration with local fire departments was noted as an example of this scenario.
The county is about to review/ redevelop the emergency plan with grant funding and a contractor. The new plan will use a template that complies with multiple agency requirements. The HAZMAT annex will be prepared with stakeholder collaboration. Toledo and Siletz were added to the agencies funded by the grant. Demaris recommends that Newport and Yachats pursue grant money to be included. Wolfe suggested incorporating the 9 planning elements to this template to bring quick compliance with LEPC requirements. He further clarified the relationship between "Crosswalk" and the template. 
There was discussion as to which facilities should be targeted by the LEPC. Wolfe clarified Tier 1 facilties, are based (generally) on 10,000 lb quantity of any substance not an EHS, and Tier 2 facilities based on a threshold planning quantity of an EHS substance.
The group discussed how to handle EHS facilities that are not currently in compliance. One option is to send a letter informing them of requirements and providing a deadline for participation. That clarifies whether the LEPC or the individual facility is out of compliance. Local response agencies may or may not use the HAZMAT annex as an ops plan, but the annex can also support responder pre-plans. EHS facilities will share their ops plans to assist response agency planning and addressing the 9 planning elements. It was noted that a letter asking for information might elicit cooperation from facilities that will not participate in meetings. Ewing/ Wolfe will work on a letter, noting that the OSFM will not write the letter but has information that might be useful.
The overall plan is to start with participating EHS facilities and information that is available, then consider expanding to include other facilities (non-EHS) and information. 
5. Action Items
Wolfe/ Demaris- distribute CD copies of filings with utilities to response agencies.
Ewing/ Wolfe- Work on a letter for facilities and also communicate with response agencies that are not participating.
Demaris- Develop a generic emergency action plan for facilities that don't have one- "help them help us."
Demaris- Check with Linn, Benton to see if their LEPCs have a letter for contacting non-participating facilities
Wolfe/Searle- Distribute SCM training materials
Ewing/ Searle- Add county commissioners and county attorney to the distribution list and provide them information about what the LEPC is. (Completed)
Searle- resend documents from last month (Completed)
EHS Facilities- Send electronic copies of emergency operations plans before Feb. mtg to FDAdmin@Cityoftoledo.org.
Non-EHS Facilities- Share what you can regarding HAZMAT emergency operations plans.
Response Agencies / Emergency Management- Incorporate EHS facility information in their operations plans (9 planning elements).
