CHAPTER 9

FIRE PROTECTION SYSTEMS

902.1  Definitions.

PIER.  A structure, usually of greater length than width and projecting from shore into a body of water with direct access from land that can be either open deck or provided with a superstructure.

WHARF.  A structure at the shoreline, having a platform built along side and parallel to a body of water that may have an open deck or provided with a superstructure.

903.2.9  Group S-2.  An automatic sprinkler system shall be provided throughout all enclosed parking garages where one of the following conditions exist.

1.  A Group S-2 enclosed parking garage fire area exceeds 12, 000 square feet (1115 M2).

2.  The Group S-2 enclosed parking garage is located beneath other groups.

Exception: Enclosed parking garages located beneath Group R-3 occupancies.
903.2.10 Piers and wharves, and all occupancies except Groups R-3 and U.  An automatic sprinkler system shall be installed in the locations set forth in Sections 903.2.10.1 through 903.2.10.1.3.

903.2.10.4 Piers or wharves.  An automatic sprinkler system shall be installed under piers or wharves as required per NFPA 307, Standard for the Construction and Fire Protection of Marine Terminals, Piers, and Wharves.

905.5.1.1 Group A occupancies with an occupant load exceeding 1,000.  In Group A occupancies with an occupant load exceeding 1,000, Class II standpipe hose connections shall be provided where process or conditions exist which would nullify the effectiveness of the automatic sprinkler system.

905.5.1.2 Groups I; H; B; S; M; F, Division 1 occupancies less than four stories in height, but greater than 20,000 square feet per floor.  In Groups I; H; B; S; M; F, Division 1 occupancies less than four stories in height, but greater than 20,000 square feet per floor, Class II standpipe hose connections shall be provided where process or conditions exist which would nullify the effectiveness of the automatic sprinkler system.

907.2.6 Group I.  A manual and automatic fire alarm system shall be installed in Group I occupancies.  


Exception: Manual fire alarm boxes in resident or patient sleeping areas of Group I-1 and I-2 occupancies shall not be required at exits if located at all nurses’ control stations or other constantly attended staff locations, provided such stations are visible and continuously accessible and that travel distances required in Section 907.3.1 are not exceeded.

907.2.6.1 Group I-2.  Supervised smoke detectors that comply with UL 268 shall be provided in corridors, sleeping rooms and spaces open to the corridors.

Exception: 

Corridor smoke detection is not required in smoke compartments that contain patient sleeping rooms where patient sleeping unit doors are equipped with automatic door-closing devices with integral smoke detectors installed in accordance with their listing, provided that the integral detectors shall be supervised and perform the required alerting function in an approved manner.

907.2.6.1.1 Annunciation.  Smoke detectors in patient sleeping rooms of I-2 occupancies shall provide a visual display on the corridor side of each patient sleeping unit and an audible and visual alarm at the nursing station attending each unit.

907.2.15 Egress locking devices.  Where delayed or controlled egress locks are installed on means of egress doors in accordance with Section 1008.1.8.6, an automatic smoke detection system and automatic sprinkler system shall be installed as required by that section.

907.3.1.2 Group I-1.  A fire alarm system shall be installed in existing group I-1 residential care/assisted living facilities in accordance with Section 907.2.6.

907.3.1.8 Group R-4.  A fire alarm system shall be installed in existing Group R-4 residential care/assisted living facilities in accordance with Section 907.2.6.

907.6 Wiring.  Wiring shall comply with the requirements of the Oregon Electrical Specialty Code and NFPA 72.  Wireless protection systems utilizing radio–frequency transmitting devices shall comply with the special requirements for supervision of low-power wireless systems in NFPA 72.

907.10.1 Visible alarms.  Visible alarm notification appliances shall be provided in accordance with Chapter 11 of the Oregon Structural Specialty Code and NFPA 72.

907.10.1.3 Groups I-1, R-1 and R-4.  Group I-1, R-1 and R-4 sleeping units shall be in accordance with Chapter 11 of the Oregon Structural Specialty Code and NFPA 72.

Table 907.10.1.3 Visible and Audible Alarms.  Delete the table.
907.10.1.4 Group R-2.  In Group R-2 occupancies required by Section 907 to have a fire alarm system, visual alarms shall be provided within common and public use areas, but are not required within individual adaptable dwelling units.  See Oregon Structural specialty Code, section 1110.10.
907.10.2.1 Approved paging systems.  Group I-2 occupancies classified for use as hospitals, nursing homes, Alzheimer facilities or other licensed facilities approved by the fire code official shall be permitted to install an approved fire alarm system for the purpose of notifying staff only in accordance with NFPA 72.

Paging systems approved for use shall be capable of notifying all staff within the smoke zone of the alarm origin by means of:

1. Voice over loudspeaker.

2. Coded audible signals.
The use of paging systems shall be supplementary to the protected premises fire alarm system and shall not delay or interrupt the alarm from being transmitted to other areas of the building and to the approved supervising station.

Exception:  Visible alarm notification appliances shall be allowed in lieu of audible alarm notification appliances in critical care areas of Group I-2 occupancies.
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
