Oregon’s cigarette legislation

Governor Kulongoski signed Oregon’s reduced ignition propensity cigarette legislation (HB2163) into law on April 17, 2007. Under the legislation, starting July 1, 2007, cigarette manufacturers must begin selling only reduced ignition propensity cigarettes to all Oregon tobacco wholesalers and retailers. Wholesalers and retailers have until midnight December 31, 2007 to deplete their stock of non-compliant cigarettes; after which they may sell only cigarettes meeting the reduced ignition propensity standard. Oregon joins eight other states (California, Illinois, Kentucky, Massachusetts, New Hampshire, New York, Utah, and Vermont) and Canada in passing a reduced ignition propensity cigarette law.
