The addition of Area E includes adding a parcel of land currently used for irrigated
agriculture with an existing water right for that purpose. In RFA1, the landowner
stated their intent to transfer that water right for ongoing agricultural use (See RFA1
Attachment 4). Lake County Special Advisory Group (SAG) commented that as long as
the water right for irrigation is transferred for the same use within the county, there
would be no-net loss of irrigated agriculture.

To ensure no-net loss of irrigated agriculture, and consistent with the certificate

holder’s representations, and the SAG’s comments, the Department recommends

Since Council’s approval of the Final Order on the ASC included fire prevention measures for the
facility construction and operations (Public Services Condition 4) Council adopted the Wildfire
Prevention and Risk Mitigation standard. Updated fire risk assessment as part of RFA1 indicates
that the addition of RFA1 is not likely to increase wildfire risk because risk is relatively low.

For these reasons, the Department recommends Council replace Public Services Condition 4 and
