Oregon’s Interim Assessment System for ELA and math provides small, flexible, just-in-time
assessment blocks that can quickly help educators identify what students know and can do.

Oregon’s interim assessments are making a difference! See their impact in North Santiam School District.

The interim assessments are:
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measure students’ knowledge and skills in

grade levels other than their enrolled grade
e Aligned — interims are aligned to the same claims and targets as Oregon’s summative assessments, and

they include the same suite of accessibility tools that maximize all students’ opportunity to engage

e Rigorous — items reflect the range of Depth of Knowledge (DOK) described in the Oregon State Standards
e Responsive —the reporting system allows educators to view students’ individual responses to test
guestions, as well as quickly see the “Top 5” class strengths and needs for additional supports.

Ready to dive in? Contact your District Test Coordinator for access through the OSAS Portal. Select the
appropriate block from the full list of interim assessments. Determine whether each student will take an ELA
or math interim assessment individually through the OSAS Portal, or whether you will display individual items

using the Interim Assessment Item Portal for students to answer on paper, in small groups, or as a class. A

science interim assessment is available for district purchase.
