The Oregon Department of Education (ODE) is currently seeking applicants for its
LGBTQ2SIA+ Student Success Advisory Group. This group advises ODE on education
matters affecting LGBTQ2SIA+ students and families, and its purpose is to address
systemic inequities experienced by LGBTQ2SIA+ students through focused investments
and community partnerships that align with the LGBTQ2SIA+ Student Success Plan.

According to ORS 329.847, the advisory group must include:

« Individuals who identify as LGBTQ2SIA+;
« Students who identify as LGBTQ2SIA+;

» Representatives of community-based organizations that serve LGBTQ2SIA+
communities; or

» Education stakeholders, including representatives of the Early Learning Division,
the Youth Development Division, and the Higher Education Coordinating
Commission.

Oregon Tribal Student Grant

The Higher Education Coordinating Commission (HECC) is
excited to announce that the application is now open for the
Oregon Tribal Student Grant for 2022-23, a new state
financial aid program supported by the Oregon Legislature’s
2022 historic investment in equitable college access and
success for tribal students. The Oregon Tribal Student Grant
is expected to pay for most or all public college-related
expenses—including tuition, housing, books, and other
costs not covered by other grants—for eligible students who ===
are enrolled members of Oregon’s nine federally recognized (
Tribes. It can be applied toward undergraduate or graduate study at Oregon publlc colleges
and universities as well as eligible private non-profit institutions, where award amounts can
go up to the public institution maximum level, in the upcoming 2022-23 school year. The
HECC Office of Student Access and Completion (OSAC) will administer the grant, and
encourages tribal students to apply by the priority application deadline of August 1, 2022.
