March 18, 2022 11 AM - 12:30 PM, PT — Care for Kids following Brain Injury: Healthcare to
School with Melissa McCart, D.Ed.; Jennifer Lundine, Ph.D., CCC-SLP; and Julie Haarbauer-Krupa,
Ph.D.

Children have the highest rate of emergency department visits for traumatic brain injury (TBI)
of all age groups. Unlike other developmental health conditions in children that are diagnosed
at birth, TBIl is an acquired condition that can occur anytime during childhood with the potential
for a sudden alteration in development. An injury of any severity to the developing brain can
disrupt a child’s developmental trajectory and may result in restrictions in school classwork
requirements, requiring additional support at school, and participation in activities such as
sports and extracurricular clubs and projects. The management of TBI in children is complex
and places demands upon multiple service delivery systems, such as the health and school
systems, that frequently do not provide systematic or coordinated care to ensure an optimal

BrainLine is an extensive and easy to navigate site for preventing, treating, and living with TBI.
Funded by the Defense and Veterans Brain Injury Center, the site offers basic information about
TBI and the brain, as well as webcasts, “ask an expert”, and specialized sections for TBI
survivors, friends, family, and professionals. The BrainLine Kids area is devoted to helping kids
with TBI.

The Center on Brain Injury Research and Training conducts research and training to improve
the lives of children and adults with traumatic brain injury (TBI). Information, tools, publications
and training are available at the CBIRT website.

The Center on Disease Control and Prevention conducts research and offers programs, such as
the “Heads Up” initiative, that “work to prevent TBI and help people better recognize, respond,
and recover if a TBl occurs.”

The Colorado Traumatic Brain Injury Resource Network website was designed through funding
from the Colorado TBI Trust Fund to help school professionals help students with TBI. The site
serves as a tool for educators, school administrators, school psychologists, related service
professionals, and families.

The Defense and Veterans Brain Injury Center, a part of the U.S. military health system, plays

members and veterans, and ensuring optimal outcomes for individuals with TBI and their
families.”

Lash & Associates is an excellent resource for all aspects of TBI. They offer books, tool kits and
other resources to help treat and live with brain injury in children, adults, and veterans.
LEARNet is a resource for teachers, clinicians, parents, and students that is provided by the
Brain Injury Association of New York State. LEARNet aims to provide “anytime access” to TBI
consulting services to all schools and families without the costs of a TBI specialist. The site
offers video clips and information on specific problems for students with TBI.

In the Classroom after Concussion is an online course that provides helpful information,
practical strategies and resources for educators working with students with brain injury. Total
course time: 10 hours (10 PDUs). Work at your own pace, on your own schedule.

Return to School is a website dedicated to getting educators the resources they need to best
help a student after TBI. A brain injury can change the way a student behaves, moves, thinks,
and learns, and can affect a student’s ability to succeed in school. The more educators know
about brain injury the better prepared they will be to support students with brain injury in their
classroom.
