Business Managers often ask for this
information at the end of the school year, and this is a
report the Food Service Manager can run to provide that
information.

Required Query fields
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1. Click ‘Summary –by Customer’
2. Select ‘All Customers’ to include all the schools/delivery sites in the report
3. Fill in the dates. RDD Start Date: 07/01/2021, RDD End Date: 06/30/2022
4. Click ‘View Report’
