SUMMER FOOD SERVICE PROGRAM

Camps with Pricing Programs

[bookmark: Text1]Sponsor Name assures the Oregon Department of Education, in accordance with U.S. Department of Agriculture (USDA) regulations for the SFSP 7 CFR 225.6(c)(4), the sponsor agrees:

A. To serve summer meals free to children from families who provide a valid Supplemental Nutrition Assistance Program (SNAP) case number, Temporary Assistance for Needy Families (TANF) case number on the application, or other categorical eligibility documentation or whose income is at or below the reduced-price scale of the USDA’s Income Eligibility Guidelines.

B. For children from households that do not qualify for free meals, based on submitted confidential
income statements, we will collect payment for full priced meals in a manner that does not identify children

C. To establish a hearing a hearing procedure for families wishing to appeal a denial of an application for free summer meals. The hearing procedure complies with the requirements set forth in 7 CFR 225.6(c)(5).

D. To continue to provide free summer meals to a child whose family requests a hearing until a decision is rendered.

E. To prevent overt identification of free summer meal recipients and no discrimination against any child on the basis of race, color, national origin, sex (including gender identity and sexual orientation), age, or disability in the course of food service.
