e The State Fire Marshal:

Shallconsult with the Oregon Fire Code Advisory Board to establish the requirements.

Shallestablish requirements that are consistent with and do not exceed the standards
pertaining only to defensible space that are set forth in the International Wildland-
Urban Interface Code published by the International Code Council, including the
standards pertaining only to defensible space that are set forth in sections 603 and
604 ofthe code.

May consider best practices specific to Oregon in order to establish the requirements.
Shallenforce the requirements that are applicable to lands within the jurisdiction of a
localgovernment.

May develop and apply a graduated fee structure foruse in assessing penalties on
property owners for noncompliance with the requirements.

Shallconsult on implementation of the requirements.

Subject to additionallocalrequirements,the requirements shallapply statewide for all
lands in the wildland-urban interface that are designated as extreme or high risk, as
identified on the map.

The State Fire Marshal may provide assistance to a local government to facilitate the administration and
enforcement of requirements within the jurisdiction of the local government.

The Community Risk Reduction Fund is established in the State Treasury, separate and distinct from the
General Fund.
