RAC Scope & Charge:

Recommend the criteria by which the map is
developed, updated, and maintained as described in SB
762 sections 7 and 7a, Statewide Map of Wildfire Risk.
Update the Oregon Wildfire Risk Explorer to populate
for and display wildfire risk classes.

Facilitators:

Five statewide wildfire risk classes of extreme, high,
moderate, low and no risk, based on weather, climate,
topography, and vegetation.

Process in which a property owner may appeal a
designation of high or extreme wildfire risk classes.
Opportunities for public input into the assignment of
properties to the wildfire risk classifications.

Process in which a property owner is notified of risk
assignment of high or extreme.

Maintenance criteria for the map.
