a Cost-of-Living-Adjustment (COLA) to Room and Board and Personal Incidental Funds 

affecting those individuals receiving Supplemental Security Income (SSI), Social Security 

Benefits, and Social Security Disability Insurance (SSDI). 

What should you do?  

All AFHs, RTHs, RTFs and SRTFs must update existing residency agreements and 

provide residents or their legal representative at least 30 days written notice prior to 

requiring or accepting increased room and board rates as outlined in OAR 309-035-0165 

and OAR 309-040-0394.
