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Introduction 
The Oregon Health Authority (OHA) encourages primary care practitioners, health provider organizations, 
clinics, and community-based organizations to employ or contract with OHA-certified Community Health 
Workers (CHWs), CHWs can support the physical and social health needs of  Oregon Health Plan (OHP) 
members.  

If you are CHW providing services in a community based organization, or have a contract with a Coordinated 
Care Organizations (CCO), and would like more information about billing questions or concerns  inquire with 
your reginal CCO  at member's CCO. 

About this guide 
This guide explains how CHWs can qualify to serve OHP fee-for-service (open card) members and be 
reimbursed for services provided. 
 Become a certified and registered CHW. 
 Enroll as an Oregon Medicaid provider. 
 Bill for covered services.  

What is a Community Health Worker (CHW)? 
CHWs have expertise or experience in public health and working in local communities. To the extent 
practicable, they share ethnicity, language, socioeconomic status, and life experiences with the residents of the 
community they serve.  

A CHW is a frontline public health worker who is a trusted member of and/or has an unusually close 
understanding of the community served. This trusting relationship enables the worker to serve as a 
liaison/link/intermediary between health/social services and the community to facilitate access to services and 
improve the quality and cultural competence of service delivery.

Obtain a unique National Provider Identifier (NPI) 
Once you are registered with the Traditional Health Worker Registry, your next step is to obtain a unique NPI 
by applying at  The National Plan and Provider Enumeration System website.  For reference, the taxonomy 
code for CHW is 172V00000X. 

Enroll as an OHP provider 
To enroll with OHA as an OHP provider, complete form OHP 3113. Enter provider type 13, specialty code 601. 
Include your NPI and a copy of your OHA certification. To learn more, visit the OHP provider enrollment page.

Billing information 
Instructions for billing OHP services are on OHP Billing Tips page.    
 
A Community Health Workers will be enrolled as “non-payable rendering provider”.  CHWs must work and 
bill “under the supervision of a licensed provider.” When the CHW is the rendering provider, OHA will allow 
the code to pay. The billing provider must be a clinic or supervising licensed provider.
