On average, from 2001–2011, there were 21 acute hepatitis C cases reported per year in 
Oregon. In 2011, 23 cases were reported. Seventy percent of the cases were less than 

40 years of age, and 48% were female. Injection drug use remains the predominant risk factor 
reported by cases (65%).
