The OCS priorities are restoration of household water services, reducing arrearages, reducing
rates charged to households. Briefly describe current needs related to these priorities within your
state, territory, or tribal areas.

Access to safe and affordable drinking water and wastewater services is a fundamental

element of health, safety, and well-being for households across Oregon. Yet water affordability

is a significant and growing concern in communities across the state. Many communities have

faced significant challenges related to water safety, aging water infrastructure, and even water
shortages due to drought. Moreover, water affordability concerns and the growing crisis of

household indebtedness disproportionately impacting low income individuals and people and
communities of color and can be related to multiple adverse household impacts in terms of

service disconnections and lien sales, leading to home foreclosures and evictions. Oregon is in a dire
drought and low-income households are disproportionately impacted by this.

Oregon recently completed an analysis of the state water burden by county and by race, sorted by
Community Action service territory. This has helped us determine the greatest need of underserved

OHCS recognizes that flexibility is necessary to meet the unique needs of each community across our
state. It is critical that this assistance is provided in innovative measures, through an equity lens, that
move low-income Oregonians toward water independence. Our priorities for program implementation will
be households who have been disconnected from water/wastewater services, who are in imminent danger
of disconnection, and those with arrearages. Through our agreeements, sub-grantees will be required to
establish local-level partnerships between the Community Action Agencies, utilities, and
culturally-responsive organizations to ensure program outreach to those households historically
underserved.

In Oregon, our research has determined that a low-income household is water-burdened if they spend
more than 4% of their income for these services. This was based on information prior to the COVID
impact. By evaluating the recent arrearage requests from OERAP and through arrearage counts from
utilities, OHCS has been able to identify the number of vulnerable users relative to their burdens. OHCS

We will be working with our sub-grantees to coordinate authorizations with the multifamily property's or
manufactured home park’s landlord/management listed on the utility bill. In most cases, households who
pay for water and wastewater services with their rent have master meters. For these properties or parks,
the sub-grantees will obtain the authorization to determine if there are arrearages at the utility. If there are
arrearages, the sub-grantees will qualify individual household units and pay the proportionate share of
arrearages based on the number of units qualified to total units at the property or park (i.e., 5 units
qualified of a 20-unit property results in 25% of the arrearages paid). OHCS will be encouraging
sub-grantees to prioritize outreach to government-subsidized properties and parks, who are already 100%
income-qualified. In these cases, 100% of the arrearages will be paid rather than a proportionate share.

To compensate for vendors who allow for very small arrearages before disconnecting, we are reopening
the application process as of February 2023 to allow for second payments. Between the increase in the
floor payment and the allowance of a second payment where allowed, based on available funding, we
hope to bring water and wastewater stability to more households. Households meeting the program
priorities of service disconnection or facing imminent disconnection will still be considered eligible for a
crisis payments. This may occur at either a single appointment or multiple appointments. The crisis
navment will be based unon the total account balance above and bevond the $1.000 ceilina for standard

Summary reports through this data system can identify total
number of households served, demographic summaries of those households, number of payments made
to individual utilities, number of reconnections, number of disconnection aversions, and total assistance
provided statewide as well as by local agency territory. OHCS acknowledges that initial set-up of the
system to accommodate LIHWAP payments will take time. However, OHCS does not anticipate any major
challenges in collecting and reporting data.

	1: Access to safe and affordable drinking water and wastewater services is a fundamental
element of health, safety, and well-being for households across Oregon. Yet water affordability
is a significant and growing concern in communities across the state. Many communities have
faced significant challenges related to water safety, aging water infrastructure, and even water
shortages due to drought. Moreover, water affordability concerns and the growing crisis of
household indebtedness disproportionately impacting low income individuals and people and
communities of color and can be related to multiple adverse household impacts in terms of
service disconnections and lien sales, leading to home foreclosures and evictions. Oregon is in a dire drought and low-income households are disproportionately impacted by this.
 
Oregon recently completed an analysis of the state water burden by county and by race, sorted by Community Action service territory. This has helped us determine the greatest need of underserved communities in Oregon that will help our local providers in designing outreach strategies and meeting the needs of households most impacted by the COVID public health crisis. We also gathered a picture of water and wastewater needs based on assistance requests submitted through the Oregon Emergency Rental Assistance Program (OERAP).
	2: OHCS recognizes that flexibility is necessary to meet the unique needs of each community across our state. It is critical that this assistance is provided in innovative measures, through an equity lens, that move low-income Oregonians toward water independence. Our priorities for program implementation will be households who have been disconnected from water/wastewater services, who are in imminent danger of disconnection, and those with arrearages. Through our agreeements, sub-grantees will be required to establish local-level partnerships between the Community Action Agencies, utilities, and culturally-responsive organizations to ensure program outreach to those households historically underserved.
 
In Oregon, our research has determined that a low-income household is water-burdened if they spend more than 4% of their income for these services. This was based on information prior to the COVID impact. By evaluating the recent arrearage requests from OERAP and through arrearage counts from utilities, OHCS has been able to identify the number of vulnerable users relative to their burdens. OHCS intends to create an assistance payment floor and ceiling rather than using a payment matrix. This will provide the flexibility needed to meet the needs of our most vulnerable populations while serving all populations in an equitable manner.

Between the increase in the floor payment and the allowance of a second payment where allowed, based on available funding, we hope to bring water and wastewater stability to more households. Households meeting the program priorities of service disconnection or facing imminent disconnection will still be considered eligible for a crisis payments. This may occur at either a single appointment or multiple appointments. The crisis payment will be based upon the total account balance above and beyond the $1,000 ceiling for standard payments and will be considered on a case-by-case basis.
