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The overall 2021 National Pediatric Readiness scores (based on the 2018 Joint
Policy Guidelines) are not directly comparable with the 2013-14 state scores
(based on the 2009 Joint Policy Guidelines). These were two unique
assessments based on two different published sets of guidelines. Questions
were added/removed and point values changed based on the new guidelines.
Although the overall scores are not comparable, several individual questions
remained the same and these components can be compared over time.
