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Oregon Project Independence (OPI)
Oregon Project Independence (OPI) was created in 1975 to assist individuals over the age of 60 with services to help them stay in their own homes.

In 2014 the Oregon Legislature provided funding to expand the OPI program to serve individuals between the ages of 19-59 in certain areas of the state. This is a one year pilot project which will study the need and cost of providing the OPI program to younger adults on a permanent basis.
To qualify for OPI you must need in-home assistance based on an assessment and not be receiving full medical coverage through Medicaid, such as the Oregon Health Plan

OPI Can Help You Stay in Your Own Home
The OPI pilot project will be administered by your local Area Agency on Aging and Disabilities.  You and an employee from the Agency will complete an assessment. The assessment will help you and the employee develop a plan to assist you with activities such as walking, getting in/out of a chair, bathing, dressing, personal hygiene, taking medications, housekeeping, meal preparation, shopping, transportation, and laundry.

Participant Costs
Based on your income after deductions for medical expenses, you may be asked to pay a fee for a portion of the services you receive. If your income is low you will only pay a small amount.
