 Pursuant to ORS 197.830(13)(b) and OAR 661-010-0021, Klamath County withdrew the 2 

decision challenged in this appeal for reconsideration on November 17, 2003.  On July 14, 2004, 3 

the Board received the Klamath County decision on reconsideration.

0021(5)(a), petitioners had until August 8, 2004 to either refile the original notice of intent to appeal 5 

in this matter, or file an amended notice of intent to appeal.
