NATURE OF THE DECISION

Petitioner appeals a county vested rights determination that intervenor-respondent is
entitled to proceed with development authorized under a Measure 37 waiver.
MOTION TO INTERVENE

Gordon Cook (intervenor), the applicant below, moves to intervene on the side of the
respondent in this appeal. There is no opposition to the motion and it is granted.
JURISDICTION

Petitioner moves to transfer this appeal to Yamhill County Circuit Court pursuant to
ORS 34.102 and OAR 661-010-0075(11). Under circumstances identical to the
circumstances presented in this case, LUBA concluded that it lacked jurisdiction. Friends of
Yamhill County v. Yamhill County,  Or LUBA ___ (LUBA No. 2008-060, July 2, 2008).
No party objects to petitioner’s motion, and we agree that our decision in Friends of Yamhill
County is dispositive.

Accordingly, this appeal is transferred.
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
