Absent this call: Christyn Dundorf, Ellen White & Patricia McIlveen.

1. Distance Practicum   Laurie said that SOCC has a Distance option in place for their Practicum.  The student can be anywhere as long as the setting meets the standards they have set for the practicum setting (Supervisor must be at level of CDA Advisor requirements).   Would students be able to transfer the completed practicum class to other schools?  That is up to each individual college to accept or not accept.

2. Virtual Degree Program   Is this still the direction we want to go? Would one school be the host?  We’ve been avoiding addressing these questions and we need to decide soon.  It may be difficult to create a “new program” and get acceptance through the system.  Instead we may want to use the existing programs that are still being refined at SOCC and possibly Rogue and use the Host/Provider system to allow students from other colleges to take advantage of these classes more easily. The Host/Provider arrangement would also let the student access or keep financial aid and keep the student connected with a “home college.”
3. Host/Provider This program is housed within the Community College system, but many colleges never participated or have dropped out.  The Host/Provider Network is not owned by anyone.  All community colleges can post courses that they offer and would like to make available to students at other colleges.  Then other colleges can decide whether or not to be a Host school for a particular course.   The link to the website for more information is:
Carolyn will see about getting us an access code to be able to explore the host/provider system form both the student and instructor perspective.  We aren’t using the Host/Provider system to the extent it could be used.

Concerns: Who would coordinate, who would be the advisor for the student? Could students fall into a black hole?  Degree completion is a big issue for Community Colleges.  How do we address this?

4. Helping the Student Create a computer model on-line that the student plugs in what they have already done and what they want (i.e. on-line classes or on-campus classes, days, evenings, etc.)  The computer would then show them what is available to meet their needs.   

5. Advising Is this the most important piece?

We can all:

· grant a degree

· send students to SOCC to do it all on-line

· transcript what students bring in to us (to a greater or lesser extent)

· work with the student to help them take classes from other colleges

6. Other Issues to Address we need to get Instructional Council approval of the transferability of classes.  We need a course waiver process.  We need to make it work for the student by having a transfer process using the Fusion Chart.  We need to keep students in our programs and encourage new students to enter our programs by having flexibility.  Flexibility would be provided by the Host/Provider program.
7. Fusion Chart We need to keep moving forward with collecting this information and adding competency information to the chart for the courses listed.  This is a critical step in the advising and transferability process.   Our Goal is to build a set of classes that are offered on-line that we an advise our students to take so that they can keep progressing when a local class isn’t available or doesn’t meet their schedule.

Clarification:  Must take ECE 243 and HDF 260, FN 230 or FN 225 would be electives.
8.  Course Comparison Document  This is useful even if there are different amounts of detail.  We don’t need to spend a lot of time comparing or trying to make things comparable.  Just having it in writing makes it much easier to review and compare for transferability.  This will make transferring much easier.  Carolyn will complete the course comparison chart.
9. What if!  If every college would agree that if a student who had started in their program but could no longer continue, when the student completed this set of classes from the Fusion Chart, then they would be granted a degree.  The advantage would be that colleges would get more completers.  We would need a white paper to sell this concept and the details.

10. Next steps  Once we are clear on :
· Classes for the Virtual Program

· Host/Provider System

· Practicum

We will bring in our Administration advisors to help us sell the program and also break it down into 1 year Certificate as well as 2 year degree. 

Merrily:  Will contact those not on this call to be sure they can be on the June 5th call.

Barbara: Will work to get information from the missing colleges but we know already that Klamath will be included in next revision, but no classes will be on-line.  Central Oregon is re-doing their program and no classes will be on-line.   Treasure Valley does their classes on a contract basis.  They will have nothing for the Fusion Chart.
