We discussed who is our target audience.  Ideally, it could be all at Step 7 and below, but most likely it would be those who have moved at least to Step 2 -7 = 2859 or more conservatively Steps 3-7 = 182.   

Why would people want to move up the registry and transfer their Step 7 to a community college and start taking college classes?  CAF Enhanced Rate program for Step 1 or higher.  Possibility of other incentives in the future – this would be a question for Tom Olson - CCD & Mark Anderson - CAF.

We also discussed the need to get people onto the Registry who are currently in College.  Now that it is easier for those completing a certificate or a degree to go right onto the Registry, there may be a need for increase outreach to encourage this.  

Phyllis indicated that it is hard for her staff to wrap classes together to get what they need for a degree.  This is exactly the issue we are trying to address.  On-line classes may be one way; however, people need to know how to take an on-line class.   Colleges tend to offer the “How to take a Class On-line” through the community education system.  This is quick and cheaper than credit classes (usually $30-$60), but it also means that the participant doesn’t get credit for the time they put in and may not qualify for financial assistance.

Carolyn will include information about Community Education classes in how to take an on-line class at the bottom of the Fusion Chart.  She also indicated that the Fusion Chart is about ready to be posted to the web, so it is critical that each college completes their information as well as the chart on Acceptance of CDA and/or Registry Step 7.

Discussion of CDA acceptance versus Registry Step 7.  Registry is more familiar/accepted in some communities in Oregon that others.   CDA is a nationally recognized credential; however, the acceptance/integration of the CDA varies widely in different areas of Oregon.  Some communities (Jackson/Josephine) are seeing CDA exclusively and others have few or no CDA candidates (Linn/Benton).   It depends a lot on local CCR&R support and/or local Head Start support/requirements.   Some communities are using community based trainings to achieve CDA requirements (Washington County) and others are using existing college classes to support CDA (Clatsop, Columbia, Tillamook).    CDA completion requires a competency assessment through direct observation.

Barriers to CDA Acceptance:

· Not a perceived need for CDA – Head Start is encouraging degrees

· Most CDA training does not split out into college credits very easily

Martha: SOCC offers 9 credits for completion of CDA:


3 –Intro & Observation


3-Theory & Practicum


3- Practicum (Guiding Behavior is included in Practicum)

This would be the same for acceptance of Step 7, but successful completion of a Practicum class would be required to demonstrate competency.

[Laurie Potts has put Core Knowledge Categories on all SOCC ECE classes.  Martha will ask if she is willing to share this with the group.]

Connie: Rogue CC administration was able to accept the CDA for credit because it is a nationally recognized program and because it includes an evaluation process.  Students can transfer CDA for a $10 transcripting fee.  In order to accept Step 7 there would need to be a test or the student would need to take a practicum to demonstrate skills before the credit could be issued.

Patsy:  Connecticut has a testing option as part of their registry.  She will investigate and share with the group next call.

TASKS:  Every college needs to complete their entries to the chart on Registry and CDA acceptance.  Please let Carolyn know why something is not accepted if the answer is NO.  Include this in your email along with the chart responses.  Also, explain how your program came to the decision to accept Step 7 or CDA.
