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Executive Summary 
The Oregon Department of Forestry manages 701,002 acres of Board of Forestry Lands for which 
the Council of Forest Trust Land counties have a protected and recognizable interest.  These lands 
are managed to secure the greatest permanent value by providing healthy, productive and 
sustainable forest ecosystems that over time and across the landscape provide a full range of social, 
economic, and environmental benefits to the people of Oregon.  These lands are actively managed 
in an environmentally sound manner to provide sustainable timber harvest and revenue to the 
state, schools, counties, and local taxing districts.  This report summarizes fiscal and management 
accomplishments for fiscal year 2013. 


Long‐term policy directions for BOF lands are described in Forest Management Plans.  These 
policies are further refined in Implementation Plans which take a ten‐year look at forest 
management for each district.  Implementation Plans document, among other activities, long‐range 
plans for achieving stand structure goals across the landscape, young stand management, and 
restoration.  Greater specificity in forest management plans are provided in Annual Operation Plans 
for each district. 


For Fiscal Year 2013, ODF harvested approximately 230 million board feet generating $73.5 million 
in net revenue.  Fiscal Year 2013 operational costs totaled $26.3 million dollars in direct 
expenditures and revenue transfers.  Revenues transferred to the counties totaled $46.5 million.  


This report provides historic and projected timber harvest volumes and estimated revenues for 
comparative purposes and to support planning processes for the Association of Oregon Counties. 
The housing market exerts a strong influence on ODFs harvest and revenue trends.  Demand and 
prices for timber have improved due to a still healthy export market and a pickup in domestic 
demand.  Estimates of housing starts from the beginning of 2013 are now being tempered as 
evidence suggests a more conservative estimate is necessary.  A six‐year projection is provided and 
suggests a general increasing trend in revenue for the counties.  It is important to recognize that 
these are only estimates subject to the current uncertainties in the forestry sector and timing 
surrounding predicted recovery of the log market. The further into the future, the greater the 
uncertainty in projected revenue. 


ODF is committed to sustainable management of BOF lands which includes investment in activities 
to re‐establish and maintain young stands, maintain and construct roads, control invasive species, 
support recreation activities, provide education and outreach, implement projects to improve fish 
habitat, inventory stands, and monitor strategies.  We continue to work with local partners and 
other state and federal agencies to manage State Forests for the full range of social, economic, and 
environmental benefits to Oregonians. 
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Financial and Asset Management 


Overview  
This report is intended to focus on Fiscal Year (FY) 2013. However, in the business of forest 
management, it is important to analyze trends in revenue and expenditures over longer time 
frames because the timing of harvest and other factors can cause any one year to be above or 
below average. 
 
ODF provides the statutorily established Forest Trust Lands Advisory Committee (FTLAC) with 
ongoing status reports related to revenue projections and proposed Oregon Department of 
Forestry (ODF) budgets for the future biennium. ODF manages Board of Forestry Lands (BOFL) 
from the share of revenue deposited in the ODF Forest Development Fund (FDF). About 230 
million board feet (MMBF) was harvested from BOFL from July 1, 2012 through June 30, 2013.  
 
Table 1 displays the volume removed by county during fiscal years 2010 through 2013. 
Variation in year-to-year harvest volume represents choices of timber purchasers based on their 
own constraints, as well as choices by the Department about how much timber to offer during 
any given year.

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County Revenues from Timber Sales  
A portion of the revenue generated from State Forest timber sales is distributed to schools, local 
taxing districts, and the county general fund.  This revenue transfer is referred to as the “county 
share”.  The county share of revenues from timber harvest for fiscal years 2009 through 2013 
with five- and 10-year averages are shown in Table 2. County revenues during FY 2013 were 
approximately $46.5 million. The average amount of revenue distributed to the counties over the 
last 10 fiscal years was $46.9 million. Revenues are distributed to counties each quarter. 
 
A variety of factors contribute to annual harvest levels and corresponding revenues. A multi-year 
average compensates for “up” or “down” years and provides a clearer long-term view of forest 
management.

Fiscal Year 2013 Costs  
 
Total expenditures in FY 2013 were $22.6 million related directly to operational budget units 
that manage BOFL. The budget units include Salem’s State Forests’ Division staff, three 
regional areas, and nine districts. The responsibilities of these units include timber sale contract 
development and compliance, reforestation and intensive management activities, Endangered 
Species Act (ESA) compliance, recreation, interpretation and education, research and 
monitoring, forest planning, Board of Forestry support, and overall program management.

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Expenditures referred to as “Revenue Transfers” are net revenue transfers in and out of the fund 
and totaled approximately $3.7 million for FY 2013. Revenue transferred out includes bond debt 
service principal and interest is used to fund capital construction for facility development and 
improvement to the Salem compound, as well as agency business initiative activities to develop 
and modernize agency information technology applications. 
 
The transfers out include debt service on Certificates of Participation (COPs) for capital 
construction projects, fire protection costs, and seed orchard management. The COP interest and 
principal allocation funds debt service totaled $474,000, ODF Fire Protection costs were $1.6 
million, and seed orchard costs were $156,650. Seed orchard investments are used to produce 
genetically improved seed (superior growth characteristics as identified through traditional 
breeding and selection methods) appropriate for the range of state forestlands and forest 
structures. 
 
The transfers out include an administrative prorate. The administrative funds support the 
following services: 
 


• Human Resources (Personnel, Labor Relations, Safety, and Training) 
• Financial Services (Accounting and Reporting Services) 
• Internal Auditing, Quality Control, and Risk Management 
• Information Technology support and infrastructure to ODF staff and field offices 
• Facilities, Property Control, and Procurement activities (Contracting and Physical 


Assets) 
• Payroll Administration 
• Biennial Budget Development and Implementation 
• Public Affairs (Public Information, Education, and Outreach) 
• Legislative Coordination 
• Forest Resource Analysis and Technical Studies 
• The ODF share of State of Oregon central government service charges 
• Executive-level Policy, Strategic Planning, and Administrative Oversight  
• Executive Team and Administrative Services Program Directors. 


 
The administrative prorate charges were $2.9 million. It is ODF’s goal to ensure that the 
administrative cost structure accurately reflects the work performed by administrative services 
and that each end-user pays their appropriate share of administrative costs.  Prorate percentages 
(percent of time a specific service area performs work for the benefit of an end-user) are 
calculated from ODF work studies performed each biennium to ensure that the allocated 
percentages are as accurate as possible. A policy option package is then presented to the 
Legislative Assembly to re-align the department’s budget within the study parameters. If the 
Legislative Assembly approves the package; the prorate is re-aligned; if not, the existing prorate 
is continued. 
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Historic Timber Harvests  
 
Timber harvest volume represents volume removed from BOF lands during FY 2013. In FY 
2013, total timber harvested from BOF lands was approximately 229.5 MMBF.  The volume and 
stumpage prices of sold sales for the previous 10 years are shown in Table 4, along with five and 
ten-year averages.

County Revenue Projection 
 
The State Forests Division provides a revenue projection to the Association of Oregon Counties 
(AOC) twice a year. ODF continues to improve the revenue projection process in an effort to 
provide more accurate estimates for internal information and to the AOC.  Figure 2 and Table 5 
represent the July 2013 revenue projection produced by State Forests Division staff. It is 
important to keep in mind the current uncertainties in the forestry sector and the timing 
surrounding the predicted recovery of the log market. The further into the future, the more 
uncertainty associated with the revenues. This projection includes estimated revenues from both 
sold and planned timber sales. Housing-start data is used to forecast the revenue included in the 
“future category” of the projection. ODF assumes that stumpage prices will recover at the same 
rate as projected housing starts. Assumptions are made on the timing of revenues based on local 
knowledge from ODF district personnel. These projections are estimates only. Actual revenues 
will depend on actual versus assumed timing of revenue and actual versus estimated volumes. 
Market factors or changes in federal or state regulatory requirements could also significantly 
alter projections.

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Long-Term Market Trends  
 
Demand and prices for timber have improved due to a still healthy export market and a pickup in 
domestic demand.  Estimates of housing starts from the beginning of 2013 are now being 
tempered as evidence suggests a more conservative estimate is necessary.  IHS Global had 
projected approximately 1.5 million starts in 2013.  However, a recent survey via Random 
Lengths (Vol. 69, Issue 28) suggests that 1 million may be a better number.  This lower estimate 
is the result of a still large standing inventory of homes, a slow decrease in unemployment, and 
uncertainty in the future of interest rates.

Forest Inventory Report covers the fiscal year-end stand level inventory estimates on Board of 
Forestry and Common School Land for each district.

The Trask River Watershed study is 
designed to evaluate the effects of 
contemporary forest practices on 
streams. Its unique design allows the 
evaluation of forestry effects on 
streams above and below fish-use. 
Following the harvest in 2012, the 
10- year study is now in its post-
treatment phase. Extensive pre- and 
post-harvest monitoring of stream 
organisms and their environment 
will be used to assess the ecosystem 
response to forest harvest. This 
study will provide essential feed-
back for the adaptive management 
of Oregon’s forests.

Stream Restoration in the     
Clatsop State Forest 


ODF State Forests in cooperation 
with ODFW have restored nearly a 
half-mile of Coho habitat in Rock 
Creek, which is a major tributary to 
the Nehalem River.  The project in-
volved the installation of ten major 
“log jams” that were designed to im-
prove spawning and rearing habitat 
for trout and salmon.  This project 
was completed this summer by the 
Astoria District and reflects the com-
mitment by ODF State Forests to the 
recovery of Coho salmon in Oregon’s 
coastal streams.
