SUBJECT:  Fiscal Year 2013 Report on the Status of Common School Forest Land Management  
 
The Oregon Department of Forestry (ODF) manages 118,728 acres of Common School Forest 
Land (CSFL), the majority of which (87,760 acres) are on the Coos District which includes the 
Elliott State Forest.  These lands are managed under a 2005 agreement with the State Land Board 
(Land Board) and the Department of State Lands (DSL). As trustee for the Common School 
Forest Land, the primary obligation of the Land Board is to manage lands with the objective of 
obtaining the greatest benefit for the people of this state, consistent with the conservation of this 
resource under sound techniques of land management. The DSL Asset Management Plan calls 
for these lands to be managed to provide a sustained, even flow of timber harvest. ODF achieves 
this by implementing goal-driven strategies contained in forest management plans approved by 
both the Board of Forestry and the Land Board. Net revenues generated from Common School 
Forest Land are dedicated to the state’s Common School Fund (CSF).  
 
The agreement between ODF, DSL and the Land Board requires ODF to provide a written 
annual report on the management of Common School Forest Land. The status report includes 
information about timber management (volume and value of harvested, sold and planned timber 
sales), actual fiscal year operating costs, revenue transferred to the Common School Fund, 
reforestation, intensive management accomplishments and costs, and any other information 
affecting Common School Forest Land management.  
 
On May 31, 2012 Cascadia Wildlands, The Center for Biological Diversity, and Portland 
Audubon filed suit against officials of the Board of Forestry and the Oregon Department of 
Forestry alleging violation of the federal Endangered Species Act (ESA) through “take” of 
marbled murrelets. As a result timber sale activity was down considerably (approximately 70% 
reduction in volume as compared to previous years on the Elliott) with 15 voluntarily deferred 
timber sales and an estimated value of $15,086,025.   
 
Fiscal Year 2013 Harvest and Revenue  
While the national economy continued to struggle during Fiscal Year (FY) 2013, timber market 
conditions improved somewhat and provided incremental increases in average stumpage prices 
for timber sales. As noted above, the major influence over revenue performance is the ongoing 
Cascadia litigation which had a significant influence on forest management activities and 
revenues generated on CSFL. 


1. CSFL Harvest Volume:  
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a. 11.1 MMBF (4.5 MMBF from the Elliott Forest)  
b. 65 percent decrease from FY 2012  


 
2. Revenue Transfers to CSF:  


a. $2.1 million  
b. 81 percent decrease from FY 2012  


 
3. Net Operating Income (NOI): NOI is the total revenue transfers to the CSF minus ODF 


management costs.  It is influenced by the same factors that affect volume and value, as 
well as management expenses. 


a. -$2.3 million 
b. 137 percent decrease from FY 2012  


 
4. CSFL Management costs: 


a. $4.4 million.  
b. 6 percent decrease from FY 2012.  


 
5. CSFL sales sold in FY 2013 


a.  8.1 MMBF  
b. Approximately $2.6 million.  


 
Other Forest Management Activities 
Reforestation and young stand management are integral parts of forest activities that insure 
sustainable flow of wood and development of habitat in the future.  On CSFL these activities 
were implemented on 2,739 acres during FY 2013. 
 
Forest management operations on CSFL supported investments in stream restoration. The Elliott 
State Forest continues to collaborate with local watershed associations and the Oregon 
Department of Fish and Wildlife to design and implement wood placement projects to improve 
fish habitat.     
 
The following annual report to DSL and SLB summarizes management of CSFL from July 1, 
2012 through June 30, 2013.  In general there was a serious decline in the two State Land Board 
performance measures (Net Operating Income and Revenue). This is largely related to the 
significant interruption in forest management as we work through legal issues associated with the 
Cascadia lawsuit.  The State is keeping close track of costs in relation to workload, and is 
working with DSL to adjust budgets as necessary. For example, a major adjustment came 
towards the end of FY 2013 when nine positions were cut from the Elliott forest management 
staff.   
 
Looking forward, we anticipate significant challenges to produce adequate revenue from the 
Elliott State Forest given the impact on timber harvest.  ODF is exploring and implementing 
alternative timber sales for FY14 that can partially substitute for those that were deferred or 
enjoined because of the lawsuit.  ODF will continue to work closely with Director Abrams and 
her staff to evaluate and implement options and strategies that mitigate these litigation impacts.   
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Financial and Asset Management 
 


Overview  
This report is intended to focus on FY 2013 (July 1, 2012 through June 30, 2013). However, in 
the business of forest management, it is important to look at the trend in revenues and costs over 
the past few biennia (i.e., sales approved in one year’s operating plan may be harvested over one 
to three subsequent years). Revenue transferred to the CSF from management of CSFL has 
varied over the past 10 years from $2.1 to $19.1 million on an annual basis.  
 
The primary factors influencing revenue and revenue fluctuations include: housing starts, lumber 
prices, harvest timing, individual sale volumes and value, changing ratios between harvests on 
CSFL and Board of Forestry lands (BOFL), and uncertainty and constraints associated with 
litigation.  
 
State Land Board Performance Measures  
Performance Measures and targets provide a tool for measuring progress towards meeting 
established goals. Department of State Lands (DSL) established performance measures in the 
Asset Management Plan approved by the State Land Board (SLB) in 2012. These Asset 
Management Plan measures are used to evaluate management actions, inform decision-making 
on land reclassifications, and guide decisions on investment, retention and disposal of lands. The 
SLB has established four separate measures it will use to assess performance of the CSFL.  
 
Net Operating Income (NOI)  
NOI for CSFL for FY 2013 was negative $2.3 million. Net Operating Income is calculated by 
subtracting all costs from revenue. Since 2009, NOI ranged from negative $2.3 to $8.7 million 
for CSFL.

Annual Revenue  
Annual revenue is reported in many sections of this report with the underlying factors that 
influence this indicator of financial performance.  
 
Land Value Appreciation (LVA) and Return on Asset Value (ROAV)  
ODF does not calculate LVA or ROAV for CSFL.  
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Fiscal Year 2013 Revenue and Investment Costs  
During FY 2013, $2,096,838 in revenue was transferred to DSL (Table 2). Total charges for 
managing the CSFL totaled $4.4 million during FY 2013 (Table 2). During FY 2013, $3.4 
million of the $4.4 million in costs were related directly to operational expenditures for 
managing the Elliott. The expenditures include State Forests Division personnel in Salem, three 
regional areas, and nine districts. The responsibilities of these units include timber sale contract 
development and compliance, reforestation and intensive management activities, Endangered 
Species Act compliance, research and monitoring, forest planning, and overall program 
management.  
 
Other charges to the CSF referred to as ―Net Revenue Transfers, were $675,980 in FY 2013 
(Table 3). This is approximately 15 percent of the overall costs. The revenue transfers out 
include: a portion of capital improvement projects, debt service on capital investments through 
the use of certificate of participations (COPs), and seed orchard management. The COP interest 
and principal is used to fund capital construction debt service for facility development and 
improvement to the Salem compound.  J.E. Schroeder Seed Orchard costs for FY 2013 were 
$15,493. This money was used to produce genetically improved seed (superior growth, wood 
quality, and disease tolerance characteristics as identified through traditional breeding and 
selection methods) appropriate for reforesting state forestlands.  The ODF Fire Protection 
Division invoiced DSL $372,404.  
 
The revenue transfers out also include a portion of overall agency administration prorate which 
totaled $574,769. It is ODF’s goal to ensure that allocation of agency administrative costs 
accurately reflects the work performed by administrative and managerial staff, and that each 
program pays their appropriate share of administrative costs. The appropriate administrative cost 
distribution is calculated from work studies performed each biennium by ODF. The work studies 
represent the percent of time a specific service area (e.g., Human Resources) performs work for 
the benefit of an operating program (e.g., management of CSFL). Administrative funds support 
the following services:  
 


• Human Resources (Personnel, Labor Relations, Safety, and Training) 
• Financial Services (accounting and reporting services) 
• Internal Auditing, Quality Control, and Risk Management 
• Information Technology support and infrastructure to ODF staff and field offices 
• Oversight and management of Facilities, Property Control, and Procurement activities 


(contracting and physical assets) 
• Payroll administration 
• Biennial Budget development and implementation  
• Agency Affairs (public information, education, and legislative coordination)  
• Resource analysis and technical studies  
• Executive-level policy and administrative oversight (State Land Board, Board of Forestry 


(BOF), Executive Team and Administrative Services Program Directors)

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Financial Administration and Reporting  
The current 2005 CSFL Management Agreement, and 2010 sub-agreement, between ODF and 
DSL provide operational and administrative guidance for the management of CSFL to ensure 
fiscal accountability and appropriate exchange of information between sister agencies. DSL and 
ODF have continued to work closely during the past several years to improve communication 
and understanding of fiscal reports and budgeting. While not reflected in this reporting period, 
significant reductions in personnel (nine positions) were made towards the end of FY2013 to 
adjust to decreases in revenue.   
 
Future Market Trends  
Demand and prices for timber have improved due to a still healthy export market and an increase 
in domestic demand.  Estimates of housing starts from the beginning of 2013 are now being 
tempered as evidence suggests a more conservative estimate is necessary.  IHS Global had 
projected approximately 1.5 million starts in 2013.  However, a recent survey via Random 
Lengths (Vol. 69, Issue 28) suggests that 1 million may be a better number.  This lower estimate 
is the result of a still large standing inventory of homes, a slow decrease in unemployment and 
uncertainty in the future of interest rates.

ODF manages a total of 819,730 acres, of which 118,728 
acres are CSFL (Table 6). The majority of the CSFL are on 
the Coos District (87,760 acres). Activities conducted on 
CSFL managed by ODF include: timber harvest, reforestation 
and intensive management, and road construction and 
maintenance. These lands are composed of two DSL Asset 
Management Plan classifications: Special Stewardship and 
Forest Lands. The Special Stewardship acres are 
approximately 25% of the total and the Forest Lands acres are 
approximately 75%.   
 


Timber Management Activities  
There were 18 active sales harvested in FY 2013 which 
produced 11.1 mmbf with a value of $3.6 million. This 
equates to a 70 percent decrease in overall value from the FY 
2012 harvest. Of these, 4.5 mmbf were harvested on The 
Elliott State Forest. In addition, there were 10 sales sold in FY 
2013 which produced approximately 8.1 mmbf. 
 
Timber sale activity was down considerably in 2013 on the 
Elliott State Forest pending resolution of the Cascadia 
Wildlands et al vs. Kitzhaber et al lawsuit.  Cascadia Wildlands, Center for Biological Diversity, 
and the Portland Audubon filed suit on May 31, 2012 against officials with the Board of Forestry 
and the Oregon Department of Forestry.  Cascadia claims violation of the federal Endangered 
Species Act through alleged “take” of marbled murrelets.  This had an immediate effect on 
timber harvest due to a preliminary injunction that stopped 15 sales with an estimated volume of 
45.9 mmbf and an estimated value of $15,086,025.

The Coos District cooperated with the Coos Water-
shed Association and ODFW to place large wood 
and boulders donated by ODF in the West Fork 
Millicoma River and large wood in two coho tribu-
taries of the West Fork Millicoma River during the 
summer of 2012 to improve adult and juvenile fish 
spawning and rearing habitat in the Elliott State For-
est.  The projects improved in-stream habitat on 
nearly 2 miles of streams. These projects were not 
associated with a timber sale and there was no direct 
cost to ODF.

SOLD SALES 
• Ten timber sales were sold that included CSFL and two 


were from the Elliott. 
• Estimated to produce a volume of 8.1 MMBF with a net 


value of $2.6 million. 
• Total project costs from sales sold in FY 2013 will be 


about $186,500. 
• During FY 2013, approximately one-quarter of the state-


wide CSFL volume and value sold was generated on the 
Elliott State Forest. 


FOREST MANAGEMENT 
Timber sale activity was down considerably in 2013 on the Elliott State Forest 
pending resolution of the Cascadia Wildlands et al vs Kitzahaber et al lawsuit.  Cas-
cadia Wildlands, Center for Biological Diversity, and the Portland Audubon filed a 
notice of intent to sue officials of the State Land Board, Board of Forestry, and the 
Oregon Department of Forestry alleging violation of the federal Endangered Spe-
cies Act (ESA) through “take” of marbled murrelets on May 31, 2012.   The Ore-
gon Forest Resources Council, Douglas Timber Operators, Hampton Tree Farms, 
Seneca Sawmill Co, and Scott Timber Company were accepted as interveners in the 
case, as was the Association of Oregon Counties.  


  VOLUME HARVESTED 
11.1 MMBF of timber volume was removed from 
CSFL, of which 4.5 MMBF came from the Elliott 
State Forest.  


  
  REVENUE TRANSFERRED  


$2,096,838 were transferred to the Common School
