STATEMENT OF WORK

The work described herein is intended to identify the quantity of condition of asbestos containing materials present in the structures listed below and to prepare an abatement plan for the removal of asbestos prior to building demolition.  Contractor must be a licensed asbestos surveyor accredited under the Asbestos Hazards Emergency Response Act (AHERA) and must conduct all inspection and abatement work in accordance with OAR 340-248, OAR 437 Division 3 and all other applicable State and Federal rules and regulations pertaining to asbestos inspection and abatement and worker safety.  The structures include the following: 

Site Name

Site address

Building description (size and number of floors)

Age of building

The Contractor shall inspect structures for asbestos containing materials and prepare an abatement plan for the removal of asbestos containing materials prior to demolition. The inspection must include the collection of samples as instructed by the Agency for optical and chemical analysis. The Contractor shall complete a report of all inspection activities.

Task 1 – Asbestos Survey

Contractor shall conduct an asbestos building materials survey at the site building(s) designated by Agency.  The survey must be performed by an asbestos inspector accredited under the Asbestos Hazards Emergency Response Act (AHERA) to perform building inspections.  The asbestos survey must includes:  compiling a homogeneous materials list, collecting bulk samples of suspected asbestos-containing building materials, and sample analysis by polarized light microscopy (PLM) or DEQ accepted equivalent.  Contractor shall collect bulk samples in general accordance with AHERA protocols.  Collection of bulk samples requires the removal of small quantities of building materials.  Contractor shall apply a temporary patch that may not match the original finish.  Contractor shall prepare an asbestos survey report that includes field observations, analytical results, diagrams indicating sample locations, and estimates of the quantity of asbestos containing materials and their locations.  
Task 1 – Deliverables and Schedule:

Contractor shall conduct the asbestos survey within ## days of receiving authorization to proceed.  Contractor shall submit to the Agency ## paper copies of the Asbestos Survey Report, along with an electronic copy, within ## weeks of receiving comments from the Agency.  The electronic version of the draft and final reports shall use Microsoft® Word 97.  
Task 2 – Asbestos Abatement Specification

Upon notification by Agency, Contractor shall prepare a brief project specification for abatement of asbestos-containing materials and/or lead-based paints.  The specification must be a performance-based document for use by Agency in demolition plans for designated buildings and must conform with OAR 340-248, OAR 437 Division 3 and all other applicable State and Federal rules and regulations pertaining to asbestos inspection and abatement.  The specifications will not include instructions to bidders, contracts, or bonding requirements.

Task 2 – Deliverables and Schedule:

Contractor shall complete the Asbestos Abatement Plan within ## days of receiving authorization to proceed.  Contractor shall submit to the Agency ## paper copies of the Asbestos Abatement Plan, along with an electronic copy, within ## weeks of receiving comments from the Agency.  The electronic version of the draft and final reports shall use Microsoft® Word 97.  

Task 3 – Asbestos Abatement Oversight & Clearance Monitoring

Agency shall contract directly with asbestos abatement contractor for the removal of asbestos-containing materials from designated buildings.  Contractor shall provide oversight of abatement activities as the owner's representative to include pre- and post-abatement visual surveys to observe whether negative pressure enclosures were established, asbestos-containing materials were removed, and the regulated areas were detailed, cleaned, and encapsulated.  Contractor shall conduct clearance air monitoring after the abatement contractor has passed post-abatement visual survey.  Contractor shall collect up to five clearance air samples per negative pressure enclosure in general accordance with NIOSH 582 procedures for analysis by phase contrast microscopy (PCM) or transmission electron microscopy (TEM).  Contractor shall collect and archive one (1) background sample.  Contractor shall collect and analyze one lab blank and one field blank (if PCM is selected as the clearance analysis).  Contractor shall select PCM or TEM clearance analyses based on factors such as the size of the negative pressure enclosure, the source of make-up air, and type of asbestos-containing materials to be abated.

Task 3 – Deliverables and Schedule:

Agency and Contractor shall discuss and agree upon the schedule prior to commencement of work.  Contractor shall provide a Clearance Air Monitoring Report approximately two (2) weeks after receipt of clearance air monitoring results.  Contractor shall provide the report in three (3) hard copies and in electronic format compatible with Microsoft Word 97.
