An Oregon Department of Transportation crew will update signs at three locations along 

Interstate 5 on the morning of Sunday, July 15, from approximately 4 a.m. to 9 a.m. Following 

the work, the I-5 signs will reflect the name change of Portland Boulevard to Rosa Parks Way. 

Lane and ramp closures associated with the sign work are as follows: 

 

♦ From approximately 4 a.m. to 5:30 a.m. on Sunday, the sign crew will close the 

northbound I-5 off-ramp to Going Street/Swan Island. 

♦ From approximately 5:30 a.m. to 7 a.m., the right two lanes of northbound I-5 will be 

closed at the Killingsworth Street overpass. 

♦ From approximately 7 a.m. to 9 a.m. the northbound I-5 off-ramp to Portland Boulevard 

will be closed. 
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
