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HIGHWAY 217 LANE PAVING 
 
An Oregon Department of Transportation (ODOT) maintenance crew will 
close lanes on northbound Highway 217 to grind and pave a small section 
of asphalt tonight, Wednesday, June 8 and Thursday night, June 9 from  
8 p.m. to 5:30 a.m. each night. The crew is working on Highway 217 in an 
area just south of the U.S. 26 (Sunset Highway) overpass. Tonight, workers 
will first close the northbound left lane for pavement grinding. Once they 
finish in the left lane it will be reopened and they will close and grind the 
right lane. Thursday night, workers will repeat this lane closure pattern to 
pave the two northbound lanes.  
 
During the overnight work hours, one northbound lane of Highway 217 will 
remain open at all times. In addition, all off-ramps from northbound 
Highway 217 will remain open. This work will not impact southbound 
Highway 217 traffic. Motorists, and in particular motorcyclists, are 
urged to use caution when driving on the temporarily grooved 
pavement.
