Project purpose and need
Four bridges on I-105 and its associated ramps between the Delta Highway Interchange and downtown Eugene were built in the late 1960s and early 1970s and are in need of repairs and upgrades.  Each structure will be rehabilitated for a variety of deficiencies including, rail retrofits to current crash standard rails, structural deck overlays, seismic retrofits, joint replacements, and concrete girder crack repairs.
Construction overview
Construction is expected to begin in the Spring of 2018. There will be potential traffic delays associated with lane closures and detours necessary to perform the work.  Every effort will be made to minimize any disruption during commute times by limiting lane closures and allowing night work.  Noise restrictions will be enforced during night work or a variance will be obtained. The multi-use paths underneath the Willamette River Bridge on both banks will remain open during construction.  Contract provisions will require public protection for work above the paths.  There should be little to no disruption to the use of the Washington/Jefferson Street Park. The park, including the restrooms, will remain open.
