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What can we expect from the bridge fix?

Contractor will be under the bridge for about the first month

· Contractor will inject the cracked interior girders with an epoxy material.
· Air temperatures must be at least 50 degrees Fahrenheit to do the epoxy injecting. 
This work will require a closure of Water Street at Lithia Way ) one week  maximum
Contractor will be on top of the bridge for about two months

· Asphalt will be removed

· A single lane of traffic and sidewalk will be open/work will be on the other half, then switch

· 500 – 7/8ths inch holes will be drilled, and then ‘pinned’ and epoxyed into place

· Asphalt will be replaced at the end
What kind of noise will I hear?

· There will be noise while the asphalt is ground off the bridge. This should take about a day.

· To drill the holes in the bridge deck, a diamond bit, water-cooled drill will be used

· Most of the noise will come from the generator running the drill

· During the drilling operation, the noise will be about as loud as a food blender

What time of day will this work be done?

This is what we want to hear from you!

· To get the project complete in a timely manner, the contractor needs about a 10 hour window a day to drill. 

· We heard from the public so the times will be Mon-Friday, 8 a.m. - 6 p.m. and on weekends from 9 a.m. – 5 p.m.

· Temperatures don’t consistently get above 50 degrees during the day until late February and March. The goal is to be finished by the end of April, but weather may push the project into May.

Sorry…but…..

· This is a necessary repair, and there is no ‘good time’ to do it. 
· Without it, this bridge will be load limited to freight, which will affect the local economy.

· The intent of the project staff is to get the maintenance work done as quickly as possible and be as mindful to nearby residents, businesses and their customers. Thank you for your patience and understanding.
Will there be another meeting?

Once ODOT gets a contractor on board, we will have another - this time community -meeting to walk through the project details, probably in January. Work would begin later in the winter.
