Brigadier General Daniel (Dan) B. O’Hollaren is a traditional guardsman serving as the Oregon Assistant Adjutant General for Air, Oregon Air National Guard. In 1989, he transferred to the Medical Corps as the 142d Fighter Wing Bioenvironmental Engineer. In 1998, he was selected as the Commander of the 142d Medical Squadron. Prior to his current position, Colonel O’Hollaren was the Oregon Air National Guard Director of Support, overseeing state personnel activity for seven Air Guard units.
