APPURTENANT ACCESS EASEMENT

[NAME OF GRANTOR HERE] (Grantor) and [NAME OF GRANTEE HERE] (Grantee) each own property in [NAME OF COUNTY HERE] County, Oregon. 
Grantor, for adequate consideration, the receipt of which is hereby acknowledged, and the further consideration of the performance of the covenants and agreements by Grantee, as set out and expressed below, does hereby grant, remise and relinquish to Grantee, and its successors and assignees, a perpetual non-exclusive ___-foot wide access easement (the “Easement”), which burdens the property of Grantor (the “Burdened Property”) and benefits the property of Grantee  (the “Benefited Property”), as those properties are depicted on Exhibit A hereto. The Easement is depicted on Exhibit A hereto and is more particularly described as follows:

Use of the Easement shall be limited to vehicle and pedestrian access for conservation management, education, restoration and monitoring of the Benefited Property and shall be subject to the following terms:

1) Maintenance.  Grantee and Grantor will share maintenance responsibilities and costs based on each party’s proportionate use of the Easement area. 


2) Indemnification.  Grantor and Grantee hereby mutually indemnify and hold each other harmless against all losses and liabilities arising out of or relating to the activities of Grantor and Grantee or their officers, employees, agents, contractors, licensees, invitees, or guests on the Burdened Property.  Furthermore, Grantor and Grantee shall each separately indemnify and hold OWEB and the State of Oregon and their officers, employees, contractors and agents harmless against all losses and liabilities arising out of or relating to Grantor’s own and Grantee’s own activities or the activities of their officers, employees, agents, contractors, licensees, invitees, or guests on the Burdened Property.

3) OWEB Rights of Access.  Notwithstanding anything to the contrary in this Easement, the State of Oregon acting by and through the Oregon Watershed Enhancement Board (“OWEB”) and its successors and assigns, will be authorized to use the Easement as reasonably necessary to administer agreements between Grantee and OWEB, with said use to be subject to use restrictions, but not maintenance obligations, provided for herein.

4) Successors and Assigns.  This Easement, and the covenants and agreements contained in this Easement shall inure to the benefit of and be binding and obligatory upon the heirs, executors, administrators, assigns, lessees and invitees of the Grantor and Grantee.
