Youth Leads: Gio and Maddie 

1) Welcome (4:00–4:15) 

● Gio and Maddie welcomed the group, reviewed the agenda and provided the group 

agreements 
 

 

2) Ice Breaker (4:15–4:30) 

● Members answered: “If aliens came to Earth, who should explain the world?” People 

named figures like Morgan Freeman, Mr. Rogers, Maya Angelou, Jon Stewart, and even 

the parents from Bluey to keep things light and build trust. 

 

3) Update from Oregon Youth Authority (OYA) on Carceral 

Settings (4:30–4:50) 

Presenter: Mike Hill, statewide substance use treatment coordinator. (Note: “OYA” = Oregon 

Youth Authority.) 

Key progress & needs: 

● Staffing (top need): OYA is budgeted for one statewide coordinator and three facility 

coordinators, which does not meet needs across many facilities. “POP” (budget) 

packages are written and under leadership review to add capacity, including sites for 

girls (Oak Creek and Jackie Winters). 

● American Society of Addiction Medicine (ASAM) guidance volume 4 

implementation: OYA plans to move from ASAM v3 to v4, which better fits 



co‑occurring disorders and use of medications (MOUD). Draft training will be shared 

with this group for feedback so community and facility teams use the same language 

and approach. 

● Curricula (age, gender, cultural relevance): OYA is reviewing gender‑specific 

options for girls and will recommend final choices within ~30 days; also currently 

reviewing cultural curricula (e.g., White Bison/Red Road). Members suggested HEAT 4 

Youth and noted LifeWorks has programming for Black/African American youth. OYA 

welcomed ideas that are evidence‑based and fit facility and community needs. 

● Medications for Opioid Use Disorder (MOUD): A pilot at Oak Creek provides 

buprenorphine; Harbor Clinic (OHSU) will continue care in the community and provide 

a 30‑day supply at release. Long‑acting injectable buprenorphine was discussed; cost 



and familiarity are current barriers, but OYA will keep exploring. Peer support is 

important to help youth take medication and stay engaged. 

● Recovery tablets: Interest is high, but funding and program setup are hard. Idea: 

tablets could hold local recovery info (AA/NA lists) and possibly allow limited online 

groups. If tablets are delayed, county‑based paper resource packets may be used. 

● Community in‑reach: Providers suggested regular “in‑reach” to facilities (and JPPOs) 

so youth recognize names and feel safer engaging after release, starting with 

community teams. OYA acknowledged red tape but agreed it’s worth the effort.

5) Charter Discussion (4:55–5:15) 

Group discussed amendments to the charter: 

● Attendance policy: 

○ Members should attend monthly meetings. 

○ If you must miss, tell staff (Wes) at least 24 hours before the meeting and try to 

make up missed work. 

○ If a member misses three meetings in a row without communication, staff will 

reach out to discuss barriers and next steps. 

● Leadership model: Youth leadership will be a flat structure with equal opportunities 

for rotating facilitation among youth. Not everyone must lead, but everyone may. 

● ADPC sponsor: An ADPC commissioner (currently Erica) serves as committee 

sponsor/lead; youth may rotate reporting to the ADPC. 

● The group unanimously voted to adopt the updated charter shown during the 

meeting. 



 

6) Application (5:15–5:25) 

Youth membership application was reviewed and the link posted in chat. Due date: March 2, 

2026. Goals include adding youth from Central and Eastern Oregon and from other recovery 

high schools, plus supporting applications from youth in OYA facilities and residential 

programs. Members are compensated and can receive school credit where allowed. Tech 

access and accommodations will be provided as needed. Interviews will follow a quick screen 

so new members can join by April.

● Public comments focused on curricula choices, MOUD options, and building provider 

in‑reach to facilities and JPPOs.
