Chris Corich:  Interested in how the state of Oregon could help in the marketing of the ADS-B technology.

Board Member Beckham:  The number of hours flown by the average pilot is down drastically.  Need to spark the interest of the young public. 

Board Member Smith:  Would like to see the minutes prepared and sent to the Board Members in a shorter turn-around period.

Chair Burrill reminded everyone to bring Legislative concepts to future Board Meetings.
5.  Action Item - Approval of meeting minutes

· Motion:  Board member Beckham moved and Board Member Dalrymple seconded the approval of the November 14, 2008 Board minutes, with the following corrections:  Pg 2, 5b.  Take out the statement regarding 50,000 ft. level.    The Motion passed unanimously
· Motion:  Board member Smith moved and Board Member Dalrymple seconded the approval of the November 15, 2008 Board minutes.  The Motion passed unanimously

6.  Information Item – Current Topics
ADS-B:  There is CO I funds remaining in the ADS-B project.  Dan spoke with Sensis and the Klamath Falls Airport regarding implementing another unit at that location.  The monies available will not cover the entire unit; therefore Klamath Falls would need to contribute a portion.  Klamath Falls is not able to contribute a portion at this time.  

Currently the balance in CO I fund will be set aside for future maintenance.
ADS-B Ceremony is Salem Oregon was a success.  

Pilots concern related to ADS-B.  They may have the unit in their aircraft, but what about others who do not.  

Idea – Use some of the monies left in the Sensis fund to implement ADS-B instrumentation into an aircraft and owner of aircraft would attend air shows to demonstrate.  Dan asked the Board Members for their guidance regarding the distribution of these funds.
Board Member Corich stated the Murdock Foundation, as relates to medical transport, may be able to help with this funding and/or tax credits.
Senate Bill 680:  Working group meeting met on November 8, 2008 at the Anderson Readiness Center.  Other Agencies invited to the meeting and working along with the Dept of Aviation to implement this bill are:  DLCD, OECDD.  
Director will present a Report Annually to the Board.  DLCD has added Airport Planning and Zoning to their work plan.  This work plan will look at Real estate disclosure as well.  
Aviation Higher Education Survey:  A survey is being conducted to look at interest college students may have in Aviation Degrees:  Airport Manager, Air traffic Controller, Airport Manager, and other.  

HB 2210 – Ethanol:  The Dept is setting up an airport with Ethanol Fuel and will announce the airport soon.

Aviation Fleet Working Group:  This task force was implements some time ago.  Their purpose was to look at state owned aircraft and the sharing of aircrafts throughout government agencies.  Dan reconvened the task force.  The task force met and discussed putting together an intergovernmental agreement.

Rates & Charges:  Rates were amended for 2008.  The new rates are posted on the Departments website.  The Department is changing their focus.  Mulino Airport has brought interest of Hangar ownership to the State.   
BOR/Seaplane:  The Dept of Aviation and the Oregon State Marine Board request special use designation for the purpose of seaplane operation on any Bureau of Reclamation – controlled body of water within the boundaries of the State of Oregon.  A letter was sent on Jan 25, 2008 to Mr. Bill McDonald, Regional Director/Pacific NW Region.  

Residential Airparks:  FAA responded to letter sent by the Dept of Aviation.  FAA’s stance is Residential is already set by FAA.  Dan suggests the Oregon Dept of Aviation’s next step is to review our guidebook and develop standards to use as minimum standards.

The FAA will hold a meeting at the NASAO conference in D.C. referencing Residential Airparks.  

7.  Information Item -Agency Budget

At this time FAM grants are not included in the Agency Budget.  2009 Supplemental session will start in February 2008.  Aviation will present their 2007-09 Budget in February.
8.  Information Item – COII Modal Staff Review

Chair Burrill 

· Rank applications by referring to the System plan.
· Carefully review the applications and keep in mind what we want to accomplish from this funding.

Chair Burrill Reviewed the rules for the applicant presentations

Director Clem reviewed the process of ranking

· Each Region is allotted a specific amount from the COII grant.  If Aviation does not have a high ranking application in a particular region, that monies will be distributed to another agency in that Region.

· On February 15, Dan will send to the committee members the responses he receives from the Applicants.

Julie Rodwell from Oregon Dept of Transportation stated that any project with public-private partnership must meet the BOLI prevailing wage requirements.
She also explained that ODOT does not want to fund projects that are in other States.

Director Clem referred to the Conflict of Interest Disclosure information in the Reviewers instructions, section 3.1.1.  This required committee members to disclose all conflict of interest regarding any project being discussed.  

Board Member Corich disclosed:  
Two applications were submitted by the Port of Portland.  He will not personally benefit although will withdraw from any scoring of the applications.  

Director Clem disclosed:  

Although he did not part-take in prior meetings held by the City of Salem, he will not comment or vote on the City of Salem’s applications.

As the Director of the Agency, and the Agency in the standing as a co-applicant on the Mulino Application he will not comment or vote on this application.  It was determined the department is not a property owner and will not benefit from the application results.
As the Director of the Agency, and the State of Oregon an owner of the Aurora Airport. he will not comment or vote on the application.  This application included a camera be placed at the Aurora Airport through the TTI Wireless application.
