Meeting Minutes
February 21, 2008





Salem, Oregon

Pursuant to notice made by press release to newspapers of general and local circulation throughout the state and mailed to persons on the mailing list of the Committee, a meeting of the Oregon State Aviation Board was held on February 21, 2008 at the Oregon Department of Aviation, Salem, Oregon.

Board Members in attendance included:  Board Chair, Mike Burrill; Vice Chair, Chris Corich; Board Members, Jack Loacker, Larry Dalrymple and Steve Beckham.

Employees in attendance included:  Director, Dan Clem; States Airports Manager, Larry Weber; Aviation Program Manager, Bob Altemus; State Aviation Planning Analyst, Chris Cummings; Financial Assistant, Tamara Cavilee; Fiscal Analyst, Angelique Bowers.

Presenters and Guests in attendance included:  Mead & Hunt, Inc., Mike Boggs and OAMA, Bob Noble.

1.  Call to Order

Chair Burrill called the meeting to order February 21st, 2008, 8:00 a.m., Oregon Department of Aviation Conference Room, Salem, Oregon.

Self introductions were made.

2.  Information Item – Board Activities


No Board activities to report.

3.  Public Comments


Question:  Is the presentation to be an Agenda item or public comment item?


Answer:  Chair Burrill stated the presentation will be an Agenda item.

4.  Action Item – Approval of meeting minutes

· Chair Burrill had requested changes to be made on Jan. 23rd’s minutes to the City of Newport’s ConnectOregon II’s presentation concerning the costal air service.  Corrected minutes stating “there is no commercial air service between North Bend/Coos Bay and Port Angeles, Washington”were before the Board.

· Motion was called for by Chair Burrill for approval of January 23rd and 24th  Board meeting minutes.

· Vice Chair, Chris Corich asked for clarification on pg. 3, third sentence, concerning ADS-B project.  It was agreed that the minutes would read: “the Murdock Foundation, as relates to medical transport”.

· Motion:  It was moved and seconded that the meeting minutes of January 23rd and 24th be approved with corrections indicated.  

· The motion passed unanimously.

5.  Information Item – Legislative Update – Dan Clem
Senate Bill 1079:  Review of the e-mail that Director Clem had sent to the EAA with regard to Ethanol fuel blending.  Director Clem asked for a consensus of the Board that they support the legislative concept.  Consensus was given.  Oregon is following the Minnesota model.  ODA, the Marine Board and the Department of Agriculture were given charge by the Legislature to educate and incentivize supply against demand of unblended fuel.  

Department of Energy “Betsy credits” were discussed.

Chair Burrill noted concerns that were raising red flags by fuel suppliers and airports.

Bob Nobel-OAMA, stated that each airport would deal with this issue differently.

Dan Clem discussed the need for State Agencies to work together.

6.  Information Item - Snow Removal on Airports

Chair Burrill expressed concerns about the hazard to airplanes due to snow berms at State Airports where snow plowing had taken place.

Larry Weber, State Airports Manager, addressed the decision making policy for snow plowing and the unique problems at certain airports.  He also discussed future considerations.  Director Clem stated that we would plow and keep open those airports with dedicated Life Flight services.

7.  Information Item – New Board Appointment & next Board meeting location
Nan Garnick appointed as new Board member in February or March.  Nan will be joining the Board for future meetings.  Steve Beckham was reappointed to the Board for a 4 year term.

Suggestion was made to have the next Board meeting in Bend/Redmond.  

8.  Motion Item – Northwest Regional Air Service Initiative – presenter Bob Noble

Bob Noble presented the current situation with the three “at risk” (North Bend, Klamath Falls, and Pendleton) communities that may loose commercial air service due to the removal of smaller passenger planes by the current commercial air carrier (Alaska/Horizon).

There is an air carrier in the NW that has smaller planes (30 passenger) to place somewhere.  This carrier is currently in conversation with Alaska/Horizon.

Northwest Regional Air Service Initiative, Bob Noble is asking support from the Board of Aviation for their implementation strategies.  They would like the Board to ask the Governor’s office that a high level committee be appointed to address implementation strategies a.)  protect existing markets and b.) advancing air service where we know expansion opportunities are viable.

Discussion was held concerning the details of how best to approach this situation. 

The Board was in agreement to add leadership and support.

· Motion was made by Vice Chair, Chris Corich, seconded by Board member, Jack Loacker to endorse the letter for the Governor’s signature indicating support for regional air service to Oregon communities.

· Motion passed unanimously.

Addendum: No communication was officially put together.

9.  Motion Item – Budget Presentation/Finance Report – Dan Clem

Director Clem reviewed the current ODA budget and the history of the problems areas.

The budget had been approved by the Legislature.  The Agency Operations was only given a one year budget, all else given a two year budget.  Fiscal Analyst, Angelique Bowers is completing the sorting out of past transactions.  Explanation of Registration revenue, PMP, Search & Rescue and GA entitlement accounts.

· Motion to approve the 2007-2009 Biennial Budget as presented by ODA was made by Board member Jack Loacker, seconded by Board member Larry Dalrymple. 

· Motion passed unanimously.

10.  Information Item – Pavement Maintenance Program (PMP) Presentation – ODA Program Manager, Bob Altemus

Bob Altemus explained the Goals of the PMP program. Explanation was given of the Pavement Condition Index.  Estimated program costs for 2007-2008 improvements and local/federal monies match were discussed.  Projected Scope of work for 14 airports and the alternates was covered.

Bob explained how ODA was proposing to use our GA entitlement monies to pay for 95% of paving improvements at the State owned airports and only using 5% of the PMP monies for our match. This would leave more PMP money available for other airports.

· Motion was made by Vice Chair Chris Corich to approve the 2008 Maintenance  Program Budget as presented by ODA.  Seconded by Board member Larry Dalrymple.

Dan Clem clarified issues concerning future funding and lack of Administrative Rule for required City/County match.

· Motion was called and passed unanimously.

11.  Motion Item – Oregon Aviation Plan 2007 – Chris Cummings

Chris Cummings presented the Final Oregon Aviation Plan 2007 report of modifications Executive Summary written by Mead & Hunt, Inc.

Review of changes made to the Plan and correct chapter designations were indicated.  It was noted that Crescent City, CA needed to be added in Chapter 5.7 to map of commercial services. 

· Motion was made by Board member Jack Loacker and seconded by Board member Larry Dalrymple to approve the Oregon Aviation Plan 2007 as presented by the ODA with the amendment to section 5.7 as stated above.

· Motion passed unanimously.
Administrative Comment – Dan Clem
Dan discussed the use of the Plan binders and the need to reproduce Plan information for the public. Update of the 2003 Airport Directory, pamphlets, brochures, etc. are needed from this material but as yet the funds were unavailable.

12. Final Information Items – Dan Clem
Review of the report from OSU regarding Higher Education 4 year Institutions Aviation Degree Program survey.  At this time the Community Colleges are currently meeting the demand for Aviation studies.

Legislative Concepts to discuss at the May Board meeting:

1. Through the fence agreements.

2. Increase in Oregon plane registration fees and pilot registration fees.

3. Increase in fuel tax.

4. Rule making authority for State-owned, towered airports to impose landing fees.

5. Airport Planning Rule.

6. Access fees for non-commercial entities.

7. Administrative Rule concerning the PMP program.

Larry Weber reviewed training opportunities for employees and the ACRP Synthesis Expert Panel that he will sit on the first part of March in Washington, DC.

Dan Clem mentioned the ODA Flood Preparation information letter that he sent to the Board members.  ODA is working with the Governor’s office towards that end.

The Governor has also asked us to prepare an exhibit highlighting Aviation for Oregon’s 150th birthday next year.

There being no further business to come before the Board the meeting was adjourned at 11:52 a.m.  Board members to join the ODA staff for lunch in the break room.
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
