Need for the Rule(s):
This rule clarifies when the division can require the disconnection of an electrical installation or product when the installation or product fails to
meet minimum safety standards, or constitutes an immediate hazard to life or property, as provided by ORS 479.820.

Fiscal and Economic Impact:
The fiscal and economic impact of this rule will depend on the number of electrical installations or products that do not meet minimum safety
standards or are an immediate hazard to life or property. The division anticipates a minimal impact as this rule does not change any specialty
code provisions.

Statement of Cost of Compliance:
1. Impact on state agencies, units of local government and the public (ORS 183.335(2)(b)(E)):

This rule will only impact units of local government that request assistance from the department under ORS 479.820(4). The public would be
impacted when an installation or product is open to the public and is impacted by this rule. The severity of such impact is not easily
ascertainable, but any impact is expected to be infrequently encountered. There should be no increase in costs of compliance because this
rule does not contain any changes to the specialty code, and is only a method to enforce the current safety standards.

2. Cost of compliance effect on small business (ORS 183.336):
a. Estimate the number of small business and types of businesses and industries with small businesses subject to the rule:

There are over 20,000 active electrical licenses in Oregon, many of whom work for small businesses.

b. Projected reporting, recordkeeping and other administrative activities required for compliance, including costs of
professional services:

There are no anticipated reporting, recordkeeping, or other administrative activities required for compliance as this rule does not change the
existing specialty code requirements.

c. Equipment, supplies, labor and increased administration required for compliance:
Ordinary equipment, supplies, labor, or increased administration is required for compliance.

If not, why?:

How were small businesses involved in the development of this rule?

Administrative Rule Advisory Committee consulted?:

Small businesses can be involved at the public hearing and during the public comment period.

The rule only clarifies when current powers granted by statute will be used.

ELECTRICAL DISCONNECTION RULE

Electrical Disconnection 

918-271-0105 

(1) In the case of a disconnection made or ordered under ORS 479.820(2) or (3) and 

after setting forth in writing the facts supporting the action, the division may disconnect or 

cause the disconnection of service, without hearing, to: 

(a) An electrical installation or product that fails to comply with minimum safety 

standards; or 

(b) An electrical installation or product, the condition of which constitutes an 

immediate hazard to life or property. 

(2)  In the case of a disconnection under section (1) of this rule, if the owner of the 

installation, or of the property where the installation is located, requests a hearing within 

90 days after the date of disconnection, then a hearing shall be granted and the division 

may issue an order pursuant to such hearing as required by ORS chapter 183 confirming, 

altering, or dismissing its earlier order.  

(3) Such a hearing need not be held where the disconnection or order of disconnect is 

accompanied by, or is pursuant to, a citation for violation which is subject to judicial 

determination in any court of this state, and the order by its terms will terminate in case of 

final judgment in favor of the installation or property owner.
