1.  CALL TO ORDER

Committee Vice-Chair, Rob Moody, called the telephone conference meeting to order at 1:07 p.m., called the roll and announced the meeting was being recorded.
2.  APPROVAL OF MINUTES

A.  January 5, 2016

3.  REPORT OF BOARD ACTION

A. February 5, 2016 
Mr. Crackenberg reported the last meeting discussion in regards to municipal roster candidates being transitioned to staff only evaluation and approval, without staff being overburdened. 
4.  MUNICIPAL AUDITOR PROGRAM
A.  New Applications



1. Resa Kee   
Ms. Byrne reviewed the municipal roster application submitted by Ms. Kee’s and reported that it appears to be complete.  Ms. Watters and Ms. Jaeggli agreed.


COMMITTEE RECOMMENDATION: Ms. Byrne moved to find that there is sufficient evidence to make a preliminary finding that the applicant, Resa Kee, has met the minimum CPE requirements for admission to the municipal roster per OAR 801-020-0690. 

MOTION PASSED.  3 Ayes, 1 Abstain- Mr. Moody is employed at the same firm as Ms. Kee.
2. Amanda Osterberg
Ms. Byrne reviewed the materials included with Ms. Osterberg’s application and believes she has submitted the proper CPE for admission to the municipal roster. Ms. Watters agreed.
COMMITTEE RECOMMENDATION:  Ms. Byrne moved to find that there is sufficient evidence to make a preliminary finding that the applicant, Amanda Osterberg, has met the minimum CPE requirements for admission to the municipal roster per OAR 801-020-0690. 

MOTION PASSED.  3 Ayes, 1 Abstain- Mr. Moody is employed at the same firm as Ms. Osterberg.


3. Karin Wandtke
Ms. Byrne stated that Ms. Wandtke’s application appears to be complete.  The committee had no further discussion.
COMMITTEE RECOMMENDATION:  Ms. Watters moved to find that there is sufficient evidence to make a preliminary finding that the applicant, Karin Wandtke, has met the minimum CPE requirements for admission to the municipal roster per OAR 801-020-0690.

Mr. Moody had a conversation with Mr. Pittioni and the licensing staff at BOA on Monday, April 25, in regards to potential dissolution of the CPE committee. Mr. Pittioni indicated that he was initially concerned of overburdening the licensing staff in terms of evaluatuation and approval of municipal applicants without further review by the CPE committee. The licensing staff stated that theyactually feel quite comfortable with the review and approval of municipal auditor licensees being transitioned to staff, so long as members of the committee continue to act as a resource, should any issues or guidance be requested.
Mr. Moody clarified that he would act as a resource, and that he was confident the rest of the committee members would also act as resources for the staff in regards to municipal applicants. Mr. Moody concluded that if the committee agrees with this action of transitioning the committee duties solely to staff, there would need to be a motion made to dissolve the committee, and to move forward as recommendation to the Board at the May meeting. 
COMMITTEE RECOMMENDATION:  Mr. Moody moved to recommend that the committee be dissolved, and all duties be transitioned to staff at BOA, while committee members will continue to serve as resources, when requested by BOA staff. 

Mr. Moody expressed his thoughts about the committee’s history, in that the only purpose of the committee was to evaluate applicants for the Municipal Roster, and that the procedure for such evaluation is a very mechanical process. Ms. Byrne and Ms. Watters agree with Mr. Moody’s thoughts about the committee and agrees with the dissolution of the committee. Ms. Jaeggli and Ms. Moffitt both agree that the committee members will be available to staff, should it be necessary, and Ms. Moffitt believes that it will also help to speed up the application process.
MOTION PASSED. 4 Ayes
Ms. Moffitt has determined that the tentative date for the next scheduled meeting will stay on the record until the decision of the committee has been determined by the Board. Ms. Legler will notify the committee members of the Board’s decision, after their May 12-13 meeting.
