WPCF Permit Evaluation Report

SUMMARY

On August 31, 2020, Merjent, Inc. submitted a WPCF permit application on behalf of Red Rock Biofuels,
LLC. The application is for a proposed evaporative lagoon treatment facility in the Town of Lakeview, in
Lake County. The lagoon will serve as a disposal and treatment lagoon to route controlled discharge to the
Town of Lakeview NPDES (national pollution discharge elimination system) permitted wastewater treatment
facility.

Red Rock Biofuels, LLC is constructing a facility to produce renewable jet fuel, diesel fuel, and naptha
(gasoline blend stock) from a woody biomass feedstock consisting primarily of mill and forest residues.
Construction of the facility and associated piping and the pond is also to be covered under a DEQ assigned
1200-C.

The Town of Lakeview is located at approximately 4750 feet above sea level. The construction of the
treatment lagoon is expected to disturb approximately 3 acres.

The Town of Lakeview will provide Class C wastewater from the municipal waste treatment system as
industrial supply water for Red Rock Biofuels, LLC needs which include industrial cooling. The average
quantity of wastewater to be supplied to the Red Rock Facility as Class C wastewater is estimated at 0.93
million gallons per day (MGD) over a 12-month period. In the event that Class C wastewater cannot be
provided to the Red Rock facility, domestic-use water from the municipal drinking water system will be
provided for industrial uses. The Class C wastewater supplied to Red Rock will be chlorinated, pass through
a filter, and must meet standards under State of Oregon Recycled Water Rules (OAR 340-055) and in
accordance with a DEQ approved recycled water use plan that is regulated under the Town of Lakeview
NPDES permit.

The wastewater lagoon covered by this permit will collect flows from discharged industrial wastewater for
pre-treatment prior to discharge to the Lakeview municipal lagoons.

A copy of the land use compatibility statement (LUCS) for the proposed lagoon facility was submitted with
the complete permit application.

FACILITY DESCRIPTION

The proposed lagoon treatment facility will consist of a single treatment pond (lagoon) with an aeration
system to oxygenate the wastewater. The facility is to be constructed as a treatment lagoon to reduce
biochemical oxygen demand (BOD) loading, provide cooling, and provide pH control prior to discharge into
the Town of Lakeview municipal wastewater treatment facility. The facility includes a blower for air supply,
an air filtering system, and chemical dosing tanks to adjust the pH via the addition of hydrochloric acid prior
to discharge. The pH is adjusted to a neutral level as estimated spent industrial wastewater pH is ~8.33 and
the wastewater is to be neutralized to reduce impacts to the POTW biota which relies on bacterial treatment of
domestic wastewater for the Town of Lakeview.

After treatment in the lagoon, the treated wastewater will be transported to the Town of Lakeview municipal
wastewater treatment system via a 3-inch diameter underground PVC pipe to an existing sewer main.





The proposed lagoon will be located directly adjacent to the existing Lakeview POTW ponds and have a
volume of approximately 4.86 million gallons and will be lined with a synthetic liner to protect groundwater
resources by preventing seepage.

At the time of this permit writing, one wastewater stream (H2S Scrubber Wastewater) has been determined to
require treatment via this lagoon facility. Other facility generated waste streams suitable for sanitary
discharge are routed directly to the Town of Lakeview domestic wastewater treatment facility.

There are no waterbodies or wetlands present on the site for the proposed lagoon treatment facility. The
permittee has applied for a 1200-C general stormwater construction permit for the construction of the
facility and treatment lagoon. Adverse impacts to groundwater are not expected as the pond capacity is
described to be designed to hold the project’s annual production of non-sanitary wastewater and is to be
lined with a synthetic liner to prevent percolation through the pond bottom to underlying soils and
groundwater.

COMPLIANCE HISTORY

This is a proposed new facility and there is no DEQ compliance history on file. Discussion for the
requirement for a WPCF permit for this facility occurred with facility representatives and the Town of
Lakeview as part of planning for the project.

SOLIDS HANDLING/DISPOSAL

Over time, solid material (sludge) will accumulate in the bottom of the lagoon. The chemical composition of
the sludge is expected to be similar to the non-sanitary wastewater in the pond. The draft permit does not
approve the land application of the sludge during periodic required removal activities which are expected to
occur as described by the permittee every 5-7 years. During removal activities the facility must be sure to
ensure the integrity of the liner is not compromised. The removed material must be properly characterized
prior to disposal in accordance with all state, federal, and local regulations.

PERMIT DISCUSSION

Face Page

The face page of the permit describes the legal name of the facility, facility type and location, the type of
wastewater generated, and the wastewater outfall. The permittee is authorized to construct, install, modify,
or operate a wastewater collection, treatment, control and disposal system in accordance with approved plans
& specifications. The permit authorizes disposal of treated wastewater within limits set by Schedule A and
according to the other permit schedules. All other discharges are prohibited.

On the face page of the permit the Department has included an LLID number. The LLID or
Longitude/Latitude Identification is a unique system of identifiers for streams. An LLID consists of the
longitude and latitude at the mouth of the stream and only one LLID exists per stream. Using LLIDs for
permittees will allow permit information related to receiving streams to be linked directly to other water
quality databases.

Schedule A - Waste Discharge Limits

This section of the permit describes the permitted system which is a single-cell lined lagoon. Some
wastewater will be lost (disposed) via evaporation during residence time in the lagoon. The remaining
wastewater will be discharged to the Town of Lakeview municipal wastewater treatment system.

This section also describes groundwater protection rules, a prohibition on surface water discharge, and a
clause regarding re-opening of the permit by DEQ. Land application is prohibited from this permit, and no

sanitary wastewater is allowed to be discharged to the industrial wastewater lagoon.

The only wastewater authorized for discharge and disposal via the treatment lagoon is spent H2S scrubber
wastewater and incidental stormwater.

Schedule B - Minimum Monitoring and Reporting Requirements

Schedule B includes minimum acceptable record keeping, monitoring, and reporting. The monitoring
proposed is the standard monitoring required by DEQ for similar facilities in the state.

Proposed monitoring requirements are included in order to characterize water entering and exiting the pond
and also to assist the operator in identifying operational issues.





The requirements are as follows:

a. Influent Monitoring

The permittee must monitor influent prior to discharge into the treatment lagoon and report results in
accordance with the Table B1 below:

Schedule C — Compliance Conditions

The proposed permit does not contain any compliance conditions in Schedule C.

Schedule D - Special Conditions

The proposed permit includes several special operating conditions. Conditions are included requiring that a
contingency plan for spills be developed, and requiring the Department to be notified in the event of a spill
or other malfunction.

Prior to constructing or modifying the facility the permittee must submit detailed plans and specifications for
approval in writing by the Department.

The facility must properly address nuisance conditions, and designate an environmental supervisor to
coordinate all necessary oversight of the treatment facility.

The contact information for the DEQ Bend office is included for notifications of non-compliance with the
terms and conditions of the permit.

The facility is responsible for adhering to any additional pretreatment requirements required by the accepting
POTW. No hauled waste is allowed for discharge into the wastewater lagoon.

General Conditions

These are conditions that are attached to and part of all WPCF permits. The general conditions for industrial
WPCEF permits are included in this permit.





CONCLUSION

DEQ proposes to assign a new WPCF permit to the facility in response to the submitted application. The
drafted permit documents will be routed to the applicant for a 14-day applicant review period. A required
public notification will follow as required by OAR 340-045.

PERMITTED ACTIVITIES
Until this permit expires or is modified or revoked, the permittee is authorized to construct, install, modify or
operate a wastewater collection, treatment, control and disposal system in conformance with the requirements,

limits, and conditions set forth in this permit.

Unless specifically authorized by this permit, by another NPDES or WPCF permit, or by Oregon statute or
administrative rule, any direct or indirect discharge of pollutants to waters of the state is prohibited.
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SCHEDULE A: WASTE DISCHARGE LIMITS

1. Permitted System
Facility generated wastewater is to be discharged to a single-cell lined treatment lagoon. Wastewater
discharge consists of equipment scrubber generated wastewater (referred to as hydrogen sulfide scrubber
wastewater) and incidental precipitation. Other wastewater sources generated by the facility are directly
piped to the Town of Lakeview’s domestic wastewater treatment facility.

Permittee must receive prior written approval from DEQ prior to discharging additional waste streams
into the treatment lagoon.

2. Surface Water Protection
Direct discharge to navigable waters as defined in OAR Chapter 340 Division 045 Section 0010 (13) is
prohibited.

3. Groundwater Protection

Any activity that has an adverse effect on existing or potential beneficial uses of groundwater are
prohibited. All wastewater and wastewater solids must be managed and disposed in a manner that will
prevent a violation of the Groundwater Quality Protection Rules (OAR Chapter 340, Division 40). If
warranted, at any time, DEQ may evaluate the need for or require a full assessment of the facility’s
affect on groundwater quality.

4, Lagoon Freeboard
The permittee must maintain a freeboard of no less than two feet at all times in the treatment lagoon.

Freeboard is the vertical distance between the top of the impounded water and the lowest point on the
dike.

5. Sanitary Wastewater Disposal
All sanitary wastewater from the facility is to be discharged upon approval to the Town of Lakeview
domestic wastewater treatment facility. Any additional sources of industrial wastewater to be
discharged to the Town of Lakeview wastewater treatment facility must be approved by the Town and
are not covered under this permit.

6. Land Application

The Permittee is prohibited from conducting land application of wastewater under this permit.

7. Reopener Clause
This permit may be re-opened and modified to include new or revised discharge limitations, monitoring,
or reporting requirements, compliance conditions and schedules, and special conditions. If necessary,
DEQ will commence modification of this permit by notifying the permittee and seeking public comment
on the proposed modifications.
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SCHEDULE B: MINIMUM MONITORING AND REPORTING REQUIREMENTS

1. Reporting Requirements
The permittee must submit to DEQ monitoring results and reports as listed below.

When directed by DEQ, the permittee must submit monitoring reports required by this permit via a DEQ-
approved web-based program.

Monitoring reports must also include a record of the quantity and method of removal and disposal for use
of all solids removed from the treatment facility and a record of all applicable equipment breakdowns and
bypassing. "Bypass" means intentional diversion of waste streams from any portion of the treatment

facility.

3. Monitoring and Reporting Requirements

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SCHEDULE D: SPECIAL CONDITIONS

1. Non-Compliance Reporting
The permittee must notify the Department’s Eastern Region - Bend office at (541) 388-6146 in
accordance with the response times contained in the General Conditions of this permit in the event of
any malfunction to enable coordination of corrective action between the Permittee and the Department.

2. Contingency Plan
The permittee must have an adequate contingency plan for prevention and handling of spills and
unplanned discharges in force at all times. Permittee must maintain a continuing program of employee
orientation and education to ensure awareness of the necessity for good operational control and proper
action in the event of a spill or accident.

3. Environmental Supervision
The permittee must designate an environmental supervisor to coordinate and implement all necessary
functions related to maintenance and operation of waste management, treatment, and disposal facilities.
This person must have access to all information pertaining to the generation of wastes in the various
process areas.

4. Plans & Specifications
Prior to constructing or modifying wastewater management, treatment and disposal facilities, Permittee
must submit detailed plans and specifications for approval in writing by the Department.

5. Nuisance Conditions
All nuisance complaints related to plant wastewater management, treatment or disposal must be
investigated by a plant representative promptly following the receipt of the complaint. Permittee must
maintain a log of all complaints. A plant representative must provide a written response to the
complainant within five working days and provide a copy of the response to the Department.

6. Industrial Pretreatment
The permittee is responsible for adhering to any required local pretreatment limits and including

evaluation of discharges in accordance with the prohibited discharge standards as set forth in 40 CFR
403.5(a) and (b).

7. Hauled Waste Prohibition

The permittee may not accept hauled waste inputs into the wastewater treatment facility.
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SCHEDULE F: WPCF GENERAL CONDITIONS

STANDARD CONDITIONS — INDUSTRIAL PERMITS

1. Duty to Comply with Permit

The permittee must comply with all conditions of this permit. Failure to comply with any permit condition is a
violation of Oregon Revised Statutes (ORS) 468B.025 and grounds for an enforcement action. Failure to comply is
also grounds for the Department to modify, revoke, or deny renewal of a permit.

2. Property Rights and Other Legal Requirements

Issuance of this permit does not convey any property rights of any sort, or any exclusive privilege, or authorize any
injury to persons or property or invasion of any other rights, or any infringement of federal, tribal, state, or local
laws or regulations.

3. Liability
The Department of Environmental Quality or its officers, agents, or employees may not sustain any liability on
account of the issuance of this permit or on account of the construction or maintenance of facilities or systems
because of this permit.

4, Permit Actions

After notice by the Department, this permit may be modified, suspended, or revoked in whole or in part during its
term for cause including but not limited to the following:

a. Violation of any term or condition of this permit, any applicable rule or statute, or any order of the
Commission;
b. Obtaining this permit by misrepresentation or failure to disclose fully all relevant facts.
5. Transfer of Permit

This permit may not be transferred to a third party without prior written approval from the Department. The
Department may approve transfers where the transferee acquires a property interest in the permitted activity and
agrees in writing to fully comply with all the terms and conditions of this permit and the rules of the Commission.
A transfer application and filing fee must be submitted to the Department.

6. Permit Fees

The permittee must pay the fees required by Oregon Administrative Rules.

SECTIONB. OPERATION AND MAINTENANCE OF POLLUTION CONTROLS

1. Proper Operation and Maintenance

At all times the permittee must maintain in good working order and properly operate as efficiently as possible all
treatment or control facilities or systems installed or used by the permittee to comply with the terms and conditions
of this permit.

2. Standard Operation and Maintenance

All waste collection, control, treatment, and disposal facilities or systems must be operated in a manner consistent
with the following:
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a. At all times, all facilities or systems must be operated as efficiently as possible in a manner that will prevent
discharges, health hazards, and nuisance conditions.
b. All screenings, grit, and sludge must be disposed of in a manner approved by the Department to prevent

any pollutant from the materials from reaching waters of the state, creating a public health hazard, or
causing a nuisance condition.

c. Bypassing untreated waste is generally prohibited. Bypassing may not occur without prior written
permission from the Department except where unavoidable to prevent loss of life, personal injury, or severe
property damage.

3. Noncompliance and Notification Procedures

If the permittee is unable to comply with conditions of this permit because of surfacing sewage; a breakdown of
equipment, facilities or systems; an accident caused by human error or negligence; or any other cause such as an act
of nature, the permittee must:

a. Immediately take action to stop, contain, and clean up the unauthorized discharges and correct the problem.

b. Immediately notify the Department's Regional office so that an investigation can be made to evaluate the
impact and the corrective actions taken, and to determine any additional action that must be taken.

c. Within 5 days of the time the permittee becomes aware of the circumstances, the permittee must submit to
the Department a detailed written report describing the breakdown, the actual quantity and quality of waste

discharged, corrective action taken, steps taken to prevent a recurrence, and any other pertinent information.

Compliance with these requirements does not relieve the permittee from responsibility to maintain continuous
compliance with the conditions of this permit or liability for failure to comply.

4, Wastewater System Personnel

The permittee must provide an adequate operating staff that is duly qualified to carry out the operation, maintenance,
and monitoring requirements to assure continuous compliance with the conditions of this permit.

5. Public Notification of Effluent Violation
If effluent limitations specified in this permit are exceeded or an overflow occurs that threatens public health, the
permittee must take such steps as are necessary to alert the public, health agencies and other affected entitles (e.g.,
public water systems) about the extent and nature of the discharge in accordance with the notification procedures
developed in accordance with General Condition B.6. Such steps may include, but are not limited to, posting of the
river at access points and other places, news releases, and paid announcements on radio and television.

6. Emergency Response and Public Notification Plan

The permittee must develop and implement an emergency response and public notification plan that identifies

measures to protect public health from bypasses or upsets that may endanger public health. At a minimum the plan

must include mechanisms to:

a. Ensure that the permittee is aware (to the greatest extent possible) of such events;

b.  Ensure notification of appropriate personnel and ensure that they are immediately dispatched for investigation

and response;

c. Ensure immediate notification to the public, health agencies, and other affected entities (including public
water systems). The response plan must identify the public health and other officials who will receive
immediate notification;

Ensure that appropriate personnel are aware of and follow the plan and are appropriately trained;
Provide emergency operations: and
f.  Ensure that DEQ is notified of the public notification steps taken.

e

SECTION C. MONITORING AND RECORDS
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1. Inspection and Entry

The permittee must at all reasonable times allow authorized representatives of the Department to:

a. Enter upon the permittee's premises where a waste source or disposal system is located or where any records
are required to be kept under the terms and conditions of this permit;

b. Have access to and copy any records required by this permit;

c. Inspect any treatment or disposal system, practices, operations, monitoring equipment, or monitoring
method regulated or required by this permit; or

d. Sample or monitor any substances or permit parameters at any location at reasonable times for the purpose
of assuring permit compliance or as otherwise authorized by state law...

2. Averaging of Measurements

Calculations of averages of measurements required for all parameters except bacteria must use an arithmetic mean;
bacteria must be averaged as specified in the permit.

3. Monitoring Procedures

Monitoring must be conducted according to test procedures specified in the most recent edition of Standard
Methods for the Examination of Water and Wastewater, unless other test procedures have been approved in
writing by the Department and specified in this permit.

4. Retention of Records

The permittee must retain records of all monitoring and maintenance information, including all calibrations, copies
of all reports required by this permit, and records of all data used to complete the application for this permit, for a
period of at least 3 years from the date of the sample, measurement, report or application. The Department may
extend this period at any time.

SECTION D. REPORTING REQUIREMENTS

1. Plan Submittal

Pursuant to Oregon Revised Statute 468B.055, unless specifically exempted by rule, construction, installation, or
modification of disposal systems, treatment works, or sewerage systems may not commence until plans and
specifications are submitted to and approved in writing by the Department. ~ All construction, installation, or
modification shall be in strict conformance with the Department's written approval of the plans.

2. Change in Discharge

Whenever a facility expansion, production increase, or process modification is expected to result in a change in the
character of pollutants to be discharged or in a new or increased discharge that will exceed the conditions of this
permit, a new application must be submitted together with the necessary reports, plans, and specifications for the
proposed changes. A change may not be made until plans have been approved and a new permit or permit
modification has been issued.

3. Signatory Requirements

All applications, reports, or information submitted to the Department must be signed and certified by the official
applicant of record (owner) or authorized designee.

4, Twenty-Four Hour Reporting
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The permittee must report any noncompliance that may endanger health or the environment. Any information must
be provided orally (by telephone) within 24 hours from the time the permittee becomes aware of the circumstances,
unless a shorter time is specified in the permit. During normal business hours, the Department’s Regional office
must be called. Outside of normal business hours, the Department must be contacted at 1-800-452-0311 (Oregon
Emergency Response System).

The following must be included as information that must be reported within 24 hours under this paragraph:

a. Any unanticipated bypass that exceeds any effluent limitation in this permit;

b. Any upset that exceeds any effluent limitation in this permit;

¢. Violation of maximum daily discharge limitation for any of the pollutants listed by the Department in this
permit; and

d. Any noncompliance that may endanger human health or the environment.

A written submission must also be provided within 5 days of the time the permittee becomes aware of the
circumstances. The written submission must contain:

A description of noncompliance and its cause;

The period of noncompliance, including exact dates and times;

The estimated time noncompliance is expected to continue if it has not been corrected;

Steps taken or planned to reduce, eliminate and prevent reoccurrence of the noncompliance; and

Public notification steps taken, pursuant to General Condition B.6.

The Department may waive the written report on a case-by-case basis if the oral report has been received within 24
hours.

The permit will
allow the company to construct and operate an
evaporative wastewater treatment system for
pretreatment prior to discharge to the Town of
Lakeview municipal wastewater treatment
facility. The permit is necessary to ensure
environmental protection to manage high
strength industrial wastewater from the facility’s
industrial operations. Part of the review process
is an opportunity for public comment, based on
the application and supporting documentation.

About the facility

The proposed lagoon treatment facility will
consist of a single treatment lagoon with an
aeration system to oxygenate the wastewater.
The facility is to be constructed as a treatment
lagoon to reduce biochemical oxygen demand
loading, provide cooling, and provide pH control
prior to discharge into the Lakeview municipal
wastewater treatment facility.

The lagoon will be lined with a synthetic liner to
prevent seepage to groundwater. Discharge to
the town’s municipal wastewater treatment
system is also subject to any local pretreatment
requirements.

The proposed lagoon will be located directly
adjacent to the existing Lakeview wastewater
treatment ponds and have a volume of
approximately 4.86 million gallons. The facility
is required to maintain the pond to prevent
nuisance conditions and prevent any off-site
discharge.

This facility also holds a Stormwater Permit.

What types of pollutants does the permit
regulate?

The proposed permit for Red Rock Biofuels
regulates industrial wastewater discharged to a
pretreatment and disposal lagoon. Therefore, the
permit prohibits discharge to waters of the state
and requires the facility to have an
environmental supervisor to oversee operations.
Disposal will be through evaporation and
discharge after treatment to the Lakeview
municipal wastewater treatment system.

How did DEQ determine the proposed
permit requirements?

DEQ evaluates the type of treatment and disposal
systems at the site and requires regular
monitoring and maintenance of the wastewater
system to protect public health and the
environment.

For this permit action, DEQ evaluated the
facility based on data and plans provided in the
permit file and subsequent communications and
reviewed compliance with Oregon
Administrative Rules and Statute.

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How does DEQ monitor compliance with
the permit requirements?

This permit requires the facility to monitor
various parameters using approved monitoring
practices and standards. The facility must submit
annual monitoring reports to DEQ. DEQ
reviews the facility’s submitted monitoring
reports to check for compliance with permit
limits and may conduct site inspections to verify
compliance with permit conditions or to respond
to complaints.

What happens after the public comment
period closes?

DEQ will hold a public hearing if DEQ receives
a written request for a public hearing within 14
days of mailing or posting the public notice from
at least 10 people or from an organization
representing at least 10 people.

DEQ will consider and respond to all comments
received and may modify the proposed permit
based on comments.
