Parking

There is a fee for parking. There is a 30 minute loading zone in front of the venue entrance.
There are several parking options including the Reser Stadium lot across from the LaSells Stewart
Center and the nearby parking garage.

Permits can be purchased in advance online or day-of at onsite pay station machines
which accept both cash and cards. Purchasing in advance allows you to avoid a wait at the pay
station line. A daily parking permit for Zones B/C is available for $10. Your parking receipt must
be visible on the dash of your vehicle.
