Access to Food          Access to Food          
You have the freedom and 

support to have access to 

food at any time.

Lease  
There is a lease or written agreement in place for where you live.  This agreement 

has protections against being evicted or having to move out as well as 

responsibilities for you as a tenant.

Roommates  
When you share a room, 

you have a choice of who 

your roommate is.
