It is at the June meeting that the Council will approve the State Plan and usually it is at this meeting that we discuss who might attend the APRIL (Associated Programs for Rural Independent Living) conference held in October.

 Criteria for diversity analysis and recruitment planning.
Looking at the membership report information that is submitted at each quarterly meeting. The Executive Committee was going to take on the task of what we look at, what they want to look at, how they want it, to ensure that Council is diverse in demographics, geographic area and to make sure we have statewide representation. 
We want tools to assess what our gaps are. The membership report doesn’t give enough information. It shows a negative 2, but not what we should have. We need to revise how the data is presented. What do you want to learn when you look at the data?
Curtis suggests the data tell us what diversity we have, not compared to anything. 
Go with service areas as a geographical category and each expansion area in the state plan would also be a category. 
Ethnicities would be the same as the 704 report. Also need disability type.
Tony suggests getting draft language from members or Center directors. 
Shelly said the Disability Emergency Management Advisory Council has done some of this legwork already and incorporated it into their application. The SILC may be able to put it into our interview questions. 
Question was asked, “are there any agencies other than the DSE or OCB that the SILC may want represented?” Then cautioned about adding to many, as it affects the disability ratio. 
The committee talked about what questions are asked on the application and what other information we get when the application is sent back.

The other aspect is retaining diverse members. 
What we really need to know: Geographic area, ethnicity (voluntary information), age and disability type.
