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Each AAA will submit the OPI Pilot fiscal report (sample attached) by the 25th of each month to NorthWest Senior & Disability Services (NWSDS).  This report is completed in the same way the 148 report is completed.  Failure to meet this required submission date may affect future payment reimbursement.
Brenda Stuivenga has set up a new procedure code of OP332 for tracking OPI Pilot services to adults 19-59 in the HCW payment system.  This will track the new OPI Pilot program expenditures by AAA and branch on a separate monthly report. The new OPI Pilot HCW report SJH2520R-D will have the same security as the SJH2520R-A for the AAAs. If you have access to View Direct now, you should be able to access both the regular OPI HCW report {A} and the pilot OPI HCW report {D}.

NWSDS will review the fiscal report and notify AAA of any concerns.  Becky Ray, Lead Fiscal Analyst, NWSDS, will compile a summary report of all AAAs’ information and submit to Brenda Stuivenga at DHS on the 26-27th of each month.  

Each AAA will receive their payment within 30 days from the time of submitting their fiscal report. The AAA can receive payment via direct deposit or check.  If direct deposit is preferred, either a blank check or the bank name, routing number and account number should be submitted to Royceanne Nelke, General Accountant, NWSDS, who will set up the direct deposit.  

The OPI Pilot budget is to be submitted to Elaine Young, Fiscal & Program Development Manager, NWSDS, before the first fiscal report is submitted by the AAA.

The timeline for the final report is to be determined.
