Religious Services wants to help you be Home for Good in Oregon. We know you want to be successful on the outside.  We know you can do it. Home for Good in Oregon (HGO) is a voluntary faith-based program that connects releasing adults in custody to a mentor from their preferred belief/faith group in the county of which one is releasing to. We respect and welcome all beliefs and faith traditions. 
In order to be eligible for HGO one must be within 12 months of release, medium to high risk level, and active in Religious programming at ones institution. 

When we receive your application and determine resources are available in your county of release we will set an appointment for you with our Re-entry Liaison at your institution.  During the interview you will be able to discuss your release plans, tell us about your support in the community, make plans for connecting with a faith community upon release.

Some communities have fewer resources available than others. Also, some people need more help than others, so depending on your situation, the resources provided by HGO partnerships may be limited and will vary. 

Nothing in HGO replaces the work of counselors and parole (community corrections) officers on housing, employment, and supervision conditions. It is your job to keep them informed.

This partnership has one primary goal: To help you be a positive part of your community in your life beyond these walls and wire.  Again, from all of us, Welcome home!
