( 1)  Call to Order and Introduction of Governing Board
Chair Vera Simonton called the meeting to order at 9:00 a.m., following an Executive Session. She introduced Board members Don Haagensen, Don Christensen, Bill Elliott and Barbara Seymour.

( 2)  Introduction of Candidate 


McConnell announced the last-minute withdrawal of one candidate after the press release went out. Then she outlined the presentation process, consisting of a 15-minute presentation by the two candidates on the subject of how they would see DOGAMI meeting and advancing the needs of the citizens of Oregon as per DOGAMI's mission statement. Following each presentation, the audience will have a chance to ask questions for about 25 minutes. Also, written evaluations may be submitted to the Board for use in Board deliberations. McConnell stated that after the Q & A session, the Board would accept 10 minutes of public comment on the record.

( 3)  Candidate Presentation  (Mark Abrams)


McConnell gave background information on Abrams, and then introduced him for his presentation. The main points of Abrams' vision for leading DOGAMI were: doing a geologic survey of the state; having a centralized source of geologic information; partnering with other stakeholders in utilizing geologic information; and serving as a steward of mineral production. Abrams discussed each of these four ideas in some depth, emphasizing that water and citizen safety would be his highest priorities for Oregon.
( 4)  Q & A Session.  A lively questioning by staff and stakeholders followed Abrams' presentation, with both technical and theoretical questions being posed.

( 5)  Additional Public Comment. There was none.

Chair Simonton introduced the Board again for the benefit of next candidate.

( 8)  Introduction of Candidate.

McConnell reminded the audience again of the format for the presentation, that the subject matter is the same as for the previous candidate, and that written evaluations or comments are welcome.  

( 9)  Candidate Presentation  (Brittain Hill)

McConnell introduced Dr. Brit Hill and gave background information on his career. Hill then gave his presentation. His focus on a vision for DOGAMI included three primary goals: foremost, the protection of public health and safety; then responsible economic development; and finally, increasing the geologic knowledge of Oregon. He elaborated on each of these ideas. 

(10)  Q & A Session.  The audience actively participated in questions to the candidate. 
(11)  Additional Public Comment. With the candidate not present, there were a couple of comments from the audience. 
(12)  Adjournment.  The meeting was adjourned at 11:30 am, with the Board going back into Executive Session at 1 pm.
