The next step is for the TRT to accept the CPA as complete.
DOGAMI will then issue the NTP. This will start the 1-year clock shown in red.
Stantec will finalize the EE and SEIA. This will start the 225-day clock shown in red.
Once the EE is complete, DOGAMI will give public notice, which starts a 14-day comment period on the EE.
State agencies will have between 60 and 225 days to issue draft permits and draft permit conditions.
DOGAMI will then issue a draft consolidated permit.
Within 15 days of issuing the draft CP, DOGAMI will give public notice of a public hearing on the draft permit to occur between 45 and 60 days after notice.
517 .982 Final permits; permit conditions submitted by cooperating agencies. (1)
Based on information received at the consolidated public hearing, from persons submitting written comments, commenting agencies and the review of the affected agencies, each permitting agency shall, within 45 days after the consolidated public hearing under ORS
517.981 or within the time period required by any applicable federal law, whichever is sooner, approve, deny or modify the agency's permit with conditions necessary to ensure that the
mining operation allowed under a permit complies with the standards and requirements applicable to the permit.
This timeline is very tight and will be affected by the time required for DOGAMI to issue the NTP, for Stantec to finalize the EE, and if any additional information is required from the applicant.
Also, the 1-year clock is already limiting the 45-day allowance between the public hearing and final permits.
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
