Division 126, Communication Site Facilities, Proposed Rule
Lease Rates and Fee Schedule

The Division 126 rules would establish distinct administrative rules for communication site facilities located on school lands – lands owned by the people of Oregon that generate revenue for the state’s Common School Fund.
