Layoff Aversion funds may be requested when: 1) a worker’s job can be saved with an existing employer that is at risk of downsizing or closing; or 2) a worker at risk of dislocation can transition to a different job with the same employer or a new job with a different employer and experiences no or a minimal spell of unemployment. Layoff Aversion plans must include preventing, or minimizing the potential duration and impact of unemployment.

Additional Assistance Gap Fill funds are to be requested when a layoff or closure is eligible for a National Emergency Grant (NEG) and the application is pending. The core elements of the NEG application will be used for the Gap Fill request.

Additional Assistance Project funds may be requested when a layoff or closure is not eligible for an NEG because the number of workers to be served does not meet the federal requirements or an NEG application is denied by the Department of Labor. According to CCWD Policy 589.20-10, Additional Assistance Projects can only be written for a maximum of 4 quarters.
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
