Infrastructure Grant
The Resilient Food Systems Infrastructure 
Program (RFSI) aims to build resilience in the 
middle of the supply chain and strengthen local 
and regional food systems by creating new 
revenue streams for Oregon’s producers. 

Funds will support expanded capacity and 
infrastructure for the aggregation, processing, 
manufacturing, storing, transporting, wholesaling, 
and distribution of locally and regionally produced 
food products, including specialty crops, dairy, 
grains for human consumption, aquaculture, and 
other food products, excluding meat and poultry 
and wild-caught seafood. 

ODA will prioritize funding projects that benefit 
small and emerging farms and food businesses 
from historically disadvantaged groups.

Eligible Participants
ü Agricultural producers or processors, or 

groups of agricultural producers and 
processors

ü Institutions such as schools, or hospitals 
bringing producers together to establish 
cooperative or shared infrastructure or 
invest in equipment that will benefit 
multiple producers' middle-of-the-
supply-chain activities such as 
processing, aggregation, distribution of 
targeted agricultural product

ü Local government entities operating 
middle-of-the-supply-chain activities such 
as processing, aggregation, and 
distribution of targeted agricultural 
products

ü Nonprofit organizations operating middle-
of-the-supply-chain activities such as 
processing, aggregation, and distribution of 
targeted agricultural products
