• Belonging and Wellness: Supports aligned with the Every Student Belongs rule to ensure 
learning environments remain affirming, safe and grounded in dignity for every student. 

• The Rights of All Children: Federal and state laws guarantee equal access to public 
education for all children, regardless of immigration status—for themselves or their 
parents/guardians. This federal Fact Sheet and ODE Guidance provide essential 
information for districts and families. 

• Communication and Attendance Supports: Strategies and messaging tools to help 
students remain engaged, connected and supported during periods of heightened stress 
or instability. 

Statewide Support 
Refugee and immigrant families in Oregon are stressed today. The news that broke over the 
holiday weekend caused fear and confusion, and many families are still trying to understand 
what happened and where to turn for support. Oregon programs continue without change. 
Sanctuary Promise remains Oregon law.
