ISSUE BEFORE THE BOARD: Update on the 2013 Legislature and bills affecting K-12 education.
BACKGROUND: Phase 2 is beginning to kick in, as fewer new bills are being introduced and amending existing bills becomes the focus. Chairs are facing deadlines and having to choose what bills will continue on in the process and what bills will die in committee. Funding bills and agencies continues to be a focus. 
Important Dates:

· April 8: Last day for a bill to be posted for a work session. This date is important because if a bill has not yet been scheduled on this date, it is dead—unless someone takes the bill’s contents and puts it into another bill.

· April 18: Last day for the House committees to move out House bills and for Senate committees to move out Senate bills, with the exception of key committees like Revenue, Ways & Means, and Rules.

· May 16: Revenue Forecast. This is important because the May forecast gives legislators the last forecast of the session and gives them the best guestimate of how much money will come into the state treasury—and how much money can go out. The Legislature can ink in the budget numbers for the state agencies and the State School Fund. 

· May 31: Last day for House committees to move out Senate bills and for Senate committees to move out House bills.

· June 28: Target adjournment date.

· July 13: Constitutional adjournment date.
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
