Call to Order/Roll Call/Flag Salute
Chair Paz called the meeting to order at 9:05 am. He called the roll and reviewed the agenda. 
Excused were Directors Brown and Wheeler and Advisors Angstadt and Furey. 

Public Comment

Eileen Dolan, Parent, Forest Grove SD

Son has mild Autism. Expressed appreciation for public school system and community colleges. Her son graduated with a Modified Diploma in 2003, but has had difficulty with access to financial aid. The son has tried to go to PCC. Dolan encouraged the Board to revisit the modified diploma to ensure it meets the requirements for federal financial Aid.

Michelle Burke
Expressed concern with machine scoring of writing assessments. Provided a document that represents the position of the OWEAC board.
Board Member Reports

Saxton welcomed the new Board members, Summer and Veliz. Welcomed David Bautista who is new to the Agency – Office of Education Equity. First time the Agency has had an office dedicated to working with students in a more effective way and to close the achievement gap. It is a significantly challenging issue that is important for the state of Oregon. Even with Bautista helping to lead this work, it is important for all of us doing this work.
Bautista shared that he has 32 years of experience in education, from substituting in kindergarten class to working at the university level. 

Saxton also welcomed Jim Carlile who is currently working as the interim Assistant Superintendent of the Office of Educational Improvement and Innovation.  

Saxton reviewed 30 month metrics of the agency strategic plan. These are not just metrics that will happen; there must be a plan in place, it must be monitored, and supported with resources. The Agency is working with legislature to communicate and support this. The OEIB Equity Lens is a strong document. He recognizes the strength of this document, the work that went into developing it, and encourages everyone to look at. The Oregon EL Strategic Plan was discussed. Both documents will be forwarded to the Board.
Saxton stated the importance of securing funding for the four strategic investments: early reading, STEM, college going, and educator effectiveness network. All four of these will bring funding and FTE to the Agency, and more importantly will help put support in place in schools and districts around the state. The Agency will continue to bring information to the board in the next months. As part of the Agency’s strategic plan, the agency will complete a reorganization by August 2013. There will be ongoing discussion about the state assessment system. 
Paz discussed the two major national consortiums SMARTER Balanced and PARC.
Henry expressed importance of the OEIB Equity Lens and EL Strategic Plan. The draft proposal for the Board’s organization for handling business related to charter schools (handout). This will be reviewed in depth at the April 26th retreat. Henry addressed the AAUP to take a political stance related to school mascots. NASBE, the national organization for state education boards, can help provide broader context and support around issues that other states may be interacting with as well.

Henry expressed gratitude to Rob Saxton to coming out to local district for recent meeting. This board can lead and do things differently. Henry requested to move the August retreat to earlier in the month.

Summers-McGee helping NASBE recruit a new executive director. Looking to have NASBE support ongoing work with State Boards more than focusing on new board member training.  Appointed to the PPS committee for enrollment and transfer.

Hamilton discussed the Board’s role in supporting the Agency. Working with community colleges around budgets and funding from the legislature. Looking at new governance model related to community colleges and higher education.

Summer has a daughter and started paying attention to the education options in her community and around the state. Summer lives in the Beaverton area.
Veliz is from Woodburn. His family arrived in 1950s as migrant farm workers. Born in Salem, lived in Woodburn and attended Oregon public schools. First Latino on Woodburn school board, also served on Woodburn city council. Veliz has diverse background to support the work of the Board and has worked in a school district and community college. Humbled to continue to serve the families, parents, and students in Oregon.
Information/First Reading
ODE Legislative Update
Jan McComb, ODE Legislative Director

Important deadlines for bills are on the horizon. The deadline for a bill to move out of a first chamber is April 18, 2013.  Complex and daily tracking for all bills related to education. The focus is now on amendments, some of which are small, some are significant and completely change the bill. There are often analysis requirements of ODE staff with very quick turn-around, general analysis and fiscal impact analysis.
Bills discussed included mascots, tuition, governance, guns, vision screenings, charter schools, and other funding.

Discussion:

Paz inquired about bills related to the OEIB.

Information/First Reading

Oregon Education Investment Board Update
Dr. Hilda Rosselli, Deputy Director of College and Career Readiness
Rosselli introduced her current role at OEIB and background experience. She is working closely with Dr. Crew around two bills HS 3233 and HB 3232.
Rosselli is working with TSPC and ODE to help improve the profession. Strengthening and leading the profession through investments and support. Working to create networks of support for existing educators and those in preparation. Not only looking within Oregon, but working to access other national resources. Many important features are imbedded in the proposed legislation
Teachers and administrators fear they will not be able to shift their practice without appropriate support. 
Rosselli discussed OEIB’s big responsibility of pointing toward strategic investments.

Discussion:

Paz asked how the information is being broadcast around the state.

Rosselli explained how it is part of the bill.

Veliz stated that culture and language matter for families and expressed importance to increase the diversity of the educators.

Rosselli referred to recommendations for teacher preparation programs around cultural competency standards.

Works stated the importance of time and resources available for educators to access the networks. There needs to be a look at brand new structures of time for the school day to ensure educators don’t have to use up their prep.
Rosselli referred to the RESPECT project.
Paz acknowledged the issue Works discussed. 

Furey asked which dollars will be cut to provide this investment.

Rosselli discussed the Governor’s budget and invited Saxton to comment.

Saxton acknowledged the budget process and potential issues with different proposals. Ultimately it is about what is the most important priorities.

Rosselli provided handouts on the Regional Achievement Compacts and Summary of HB 3232

2014-2015 Assessment of the Common Core State Standards
Doug Kosty, Assistant Superintendent
Derek Brown, Director

Kathleen Vanderwall, Director

Kosty introduced topic and need for the Board to formally adopt a state assessment system aligned to the Common Core State Standards. Current system is OAKS, funded with federal and state funds. Oregon uses an adaptive model for assessing students. Web-based allows for more security and wide testing window. There have been concerns about over-testing. In response, recommendations have been provided to educators on best practices for administering the assessments and the amount of time dedicated.

The Common Core State Standards is a move from “state-controlled” to “states-controlled.” The districts will be held accountable for teaching these standards and the assessment results for the 2014-15 school year. In 2010, Oregon joined as a lead state with SMARTER Balanced. The current cost for assessing students in Oregon is one of the lowest in the nation, the new system will likely

Kosty explained the proposed process for the adoption of an assessment system. The process is designed to be transparent and timely. Additional information is being collected from PARCC and ACT to be provided to the review group.
Kosty discussed how the new assessments can provide valuable information for teachers and schools.
Discussion:

Veliz asked about test administration and amount of time required for testing.

Kosty explained the shared responsibility between ODE and the school district. Testing times were explained.
Paz asked about the cost and indicated cost may be a determining factor. A request was made for future presentations to include a matrix or flowchart that will include costs.
Henry asked for someone at the district level to present and share how it played out at the district level.

Saxton discussed how some districts may use the assessments to inform mid-year. Questions around future adoption of interim and formative assessments were discussed. Regardless which assessment is adopted, there will still need to be a sizeable group of students who are assessed in the spring of 2014 to provide data for comparisons. The timeline for securing funding is critical since the delivery begins in the second year of the next biennium. The adoption process should be concluded by June 1, 2013.
Veliz encouraged the involvement of community, parents, and board members to truly reflect the state.

Paz requested information on the percentage of multiple choice versus constructed response.

Summer-McGee asked for clarity around funding requirements between new and old system and the number of times a student can be assessed in the year.

Hamilton and Paz offered availability to participate in the review group.

Adoption
Special Education Rules (Temporary)
Rae Ann Ray, ODE

Sarah Drinkwater, Assistant Superintendent

The rules are revisions in consent provisions for early intervention and school age, and use of public insurance.
MOTION: Hamilton moved to approve the temporary rules; Henry seconded.

ACTION: Passes unanimously (Bowen, Hamilton, Henry, Paz, Summer, Summers-McGee, Veliz).

Implementation of the Common Core State Standards
Doug Kosty, Assistant Superintendent
Sarah Drinkwater, Assistant Superintendent
Kosty introduced this as part of the monthly updates provided to the Board regarding the implementation of Common Core State Standards across the state. Staff from all offices and a stewardship team involved. COSA has been providing meetings around the state. The level of implementation around the state is varied, some districts have plans and some recognize the need for a plan.
Kosty explained ELPA 21 is a federal grant where Oregon is the lead state for a new common English Language Proficiency Assessment to go along with new common English Language Proficiency Standards. The standards will begin coming to the board in May 2013 for adoption in the fall 2013. 

Drinkwater stated there will also need to be an aligned and adopted assessment for the 1% of students with the most severe cognitive impairments. Oregon is a tier 2 state. The draft performance levels are being reviewed. Community of Practice group is providing feedback. Oregon has requested to participate in the 2014-15 pilot.
Kosty provided update on Kindergarten Assessment. Plans in place to assess all incoming kindergarten students in fall 2013. This assessment is important because it is the first time Oregon will have data behavior, literacy, and numeracy.
Discussion:

Paz asked if there will be pilots for the ELPA21.

Kosty stated piloting will be modeled after PARCC and SMARTER Balanced pilots. Pilot is different than field test. The pilot can be light with 1 grade-level and 1 content area per school. Field test requires significant number of items tested. Piloting of the test administration is forecasted for 

15-16 field test

Schild asked if there is a decision yet about who can administer the test, certified verses non-certified. What is the turn around on results?
Kosty it will take some time to determine what the results will look like.
Henry asked if there will be information on where kindergarten students came from (e.g. headstart programs).

Kosty explained that information is locally. This assessment does not have accountability or scores. It is no longer called a “readiness” assessment. It’s a baseline to determine where the students are.
Paz asked about the communication and messaging.
Information/First Reading

English Language Proficiency Assessment Standards
Kathleen Vanderwall, Director
Mary Seburn, EPIC
Vanderwall explained the correlations between the ELPA scores and the reading assessment scores.

Seburn completed standards verification evaluation. Provided overview of the process and goals. There were overall recommendations to slightly lower the cut scores. The new cut scores provide more meaningful information to students and educators.

Discussion:

Saxton programs have different long-term outcomes. This may be an area where the Board would like to take action. What is the measurement point we should use to determine that the system 

has been successful with this student as an English Language Learner? On this topic being presented today, it’s really about do these indicators (levels). This information will tell us where a student is in their acquisition of the English Language. The next question is about the program.

Veliz asked if it is possible to identify which programs are best.

Vanderwall stated all of this work took place without discussing cut scores.

Oregon Report Card Update
David Edwards, Zanthus

Edwards explained the process for the re-design of the Oregon Report Card. 17-person committee selected by the Governor’s Office. Edwards presented the new design and explained the new features.
Discussion:

Members commented on the new design.

Paz adjourned the meeting at 3:07 pm. 
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Preliminary Business
Call to Order/Roll Call/Flag Salute
Chair Paz called the meeting to order at 8:35 am. He called the roll and reviewed the agenda. Excused were Directors Brown, Summers-McGee, and Wheeler and Advisors Barnes, Schild, and Works. Summers-McGee entered late. 

Public Comment

Ed DeGrauw, Portland Community College and Portland State University

Professor in Physiology and Anatomy. Where is the data to support that this is a model that works? About 600 students in a term. Writes hundreds of letters of recommendation and most students are taking courses for professional program. Most of his students are taking pre-requisites. How are you going to track the students who transfer to programs all around the country? Concerned about decreasing access for the students who have the greatest need for education. Concerned about the possible long-term ramifications.

Paz asked what the credit hours that most students earn. 

DeGrauw stated that most of the courses are 4 credits. Started with 283 and went to 109. 35% attrition in the first round is normal. The second round is closer to 8% attrition.

Paz requested DeGrauw’s comments be submitted in written form.

Maria Caruso, Portland Community College
Concern in the shift of the culture in the colleges that this may bring. Been on campus 16 years as a writing teacher. There is not a lot of security in positions, concerned there will be pressure to pass students rather than focus on academic rigor. Students in the classroom at a community college are varied, not all enter prepared to move forward at a traditional pace. Vulnerable faculty members who might have pressure put on them to lower academic practice standards to get students to move through more quickly. The second issue is that many students can have powerful forms of academic experiences that do not lead to program completion. 
Paz requested for Caruso’s comments to be submitted in written form.

Commissioner Update
Preus explained the department was in front of the joint committee of ways and means for four days. This was phase once, phase two starts next week. The first phase is a description of the program and explanation of the cost drivers and overview of the performance indicators. The fourth day was public testimony about growing skilled individuals and growing the economy. The presentation went well.
Preus discussed the funding proposals, budgets, and the May forecast. There is talk about increasing the funding total.

Preus stated the other significant topic of outcome based. Met with some leaders in the state and the National Center for Higher Education Management Systems (NCHEMS). Asked to invite the president of NCHEMS to present at the legislature. The legislature is interested in how much the 40-40-20 vision will actually cost to get to 2025. The National Clearinghouse can help provide data to track how students do over time.

Boy’s and Girl’s Club did the completion of the Youth of the Year. Preus acted as a judge. It was incredibly difficult, all of the youth were models and leaders. The young woman who won is a former gang member. Another young man was in 31 foster homes by the age 17. It is very clear how important the Boy’s and Girl’s Clubs are in providing the stability and supports to youth in the community.
Henry asked if there is a real benefit of testifying to the legislature. The way the discussions are framed suggests there is a lack of understanding for the mission of community colleges.

Preus stated the subcommittee of ways and means have a deep appreciation for the comprehensive mission of the community colleges. Some of them have been on the panel for 3 biennia. There is a high-level knowledge and appreciation. Community Colleges have lost 100M in the last four years and still grew 30%. They have gained an appreciation for the implications around rising tuition costs and reduction of programs offered.

Hamilton attended a few session days and acknowledged Preus’ knowledge and performance.

Paz commented on the Boy’s and Girl’s Club success. The Rosa Parks club in Portland has done some fantastic community development around the club. Paz also requested a copy of the report from the contractor.
Adoption

Consent Agenda

Summer-McGee these charter waivers are only for the length of the contracts, so to acknowledge

Henry requested to provide background.
Summer-McGee the Board receives a lot of requests on waivers. Often times they have to do with faculty having priority.
Paz stated the Board looks at charters as able to produce a certain kind of magic that can roll into the larger system. Paz stated his rationale for faculty waivers has to do with stability of teaching staff and carbon footprint for parents driving students across town. The future discussion needs to focus on how charter schools are disseminating best practices.

Summer-McGee stated there are also counter opinions to chair Paz’s comments.

Hamilton stated there are other components including sponsorship, operation, and renewal.

VOTE: unanimously approved. (Summer, Veliz, Summers-McGee, Paz, Henry, Hamilton, Bowen)
Information/First Reading

Commissioner’s Report
Camille Preus, Commissioner, CCWD
Preus will be leaving the position of Commissioner on June 30, 2013. There will be a letter of resignation at the next meeting. The State Board of Education is the hiring authority for the Commission. The Commission is an at will employer. Preus expressed her love of this job and the work. Preus acknowledged the work over her years of service.

Preus had conversation with executive committee of the Board. 

Discussion:

Preus stated her recommendation is to appoint an interim commission instead of doing a national search at this time do deal with the pending transitions. The budget will play a large role in determining what can be afforded as well as who the commission can attract.

Preus discussed some of the director and control pieces of who will be supervising the directors of these agencies. 

Hamilton stated the new HECC may be composed of different people.

Preus discussed the policy options currently being reviewed.
Furey asked if it is possible for CCWD to continue as it is now.

Preus confirmed that it is possible.

Preus reviewed the HECC Organic Authorities.

Information/First Reading

CCWD Legislative Update
Camille Preus, Commissioner, CCWD
Preus discussed list of bills. Next Friday, April 18th, if the bills do not move, the bill will die.
Discussion:

Paz requested information on STEM investment bill.

Preus stated this bill has a fiscal impact and has been referred to ways and means. 

Paz asked about the integration and relationship between Next Generation Science Standards, STEM and CTE as they relate to CCWD, equity, and gender.
Preus has been working with Laura Roach and will report back.
Henry discussed the development of STEM work related to educators and students, particularly Latinas. Henry stated the state needs 100 qualified Latino STEM educators, based on Pat Burke’s data analysis.

Summers-McGee raised the concern of focusing on one particular ethnic group that may lead to unintended reduction in other ethnic groups.

Henry stated that it is important for the state to focus and have discussions about these topics.

Information/First Reading

Dual Credit – Changes to OAR
Camille Preus, Commissioner, CCWD
Joanne Truesdale, President, Clackamas Community College

Preus and Truesdale introduced revisions to the rules governing teachers for dual credit and finance.
A group advised the redrafting these rules.
Truesdale discussed the overview leading to these rules including accreditation standards, qualifications, and policy.

Preus stated these rules align two separate OARs to ensure consistency.
Discussion:

Saxton thanked Truesdale and Stewart for their quality work. This collaborative work between K-12 and Community college leaders is important and needs to continue.  Saxton stated the importance of maintaining standards to ensure all credits earned through these options. This is part of the work of looking at the rules to leverage the Board’s ability.
Truesdale stated the importance of curricular alignment to ensure students are learning the same things at a colligate level in the high school.

Veliz asked for clarification on how these options are coordinated in the high schools.

Truesdale provided overview of the options.
Summers-McGee asked how the funding works.

Preus explained the funding. Both community colleges and K-12 districts are paid. 

Henry discussed the incentives for students.
Saxton indicated the funding is not a problem at this time and hopes this change will enhance the options. 

Summers-McGee asked if there is a number at some point when this rule will have an impact.

Saxton indicated this will not impact the K-12 side of the funding.

Preus stated the downside is the small transcription fee.

Furey asked how this will increase the number of courses offered.

Paz asked for projection of numbers on how this will change the system and what the ROI will be.

Saxton stated there are funds in the STEM initiative to do this collaborative work.

GED
Camille Preus, Commissioner, CCWD

Gary, Director of Audits

Nicole Pexton, SOS

Marc Haque, CCWD

There are 340,000 adult Oregonians without a HS diploma or GED. 

Interviewed a large number of people within CCWD, ODE, OEIB, Community Colleges, GED programs from other states, and community partners. Looked at strategies being developed.

Audit found opportunities to increase the number of GEDs. Existing strategic plans and guidance have not significantly addressed the adults who do not have HA d or GED. High Schools are not routinely sharing information with community colleges about those students who have dropped out.  Community Colleges have typically followed passive marketing. GED not advertised state-wide (Kentucky and Virginia do state-wide advertising of GED).

Almost all community colleges provide support services. A significant barrier for students is child care options. Practices in community colleges providing these supports can be better shared between colleges.
Oregon is one of the few states that does not provide categorical funding for GED. Community Colleges expressed concerns around implementing and administering the new test (computer-based).
Recommend for State Board to work with OEIB.

CCWD can do more to raise awareness and advertise options.
CCWD consider evaluating impact of new GED.

Discussion:

Henry asked if there should be more marketing to new GED.
Hague explained the costs.

Paz asked how long it takes to prepare the test taker. 

Hague explained that there are many factors that affect. 

Saxton stated there will likely be a run on the current test before the new test. How we calculate things motivates people. How we calculate 40-40-20 will influence the motivation, funding, and actions. Saxton clarified the statement “Oregon has a high drop-out rate.” The federal government asks us to report graduation rates in a 4-year cohort, 5-year cohort, 5-year completer, and other rates. K-12 is focused on the 4-year cohort, but this does not mean we have a corresponding drop-out rate.
Henry requested this information be brought to OEIB.
Information/First Reading

CCSF – Outcome Based Funding Model
Camille Preus, Commissioner, CCWD

Joanne Truesdale, President, Clackamas Community College
This will continue to be on the agenda every month. Few developments in the discussion, ongoing conversations with staff at community colleges.
Currently working with the National Center for Higher Education Management Systems (NCHEMS). Will probably have a policy to review next month on the principles and the data for metrics.

Discussion:

Furey referred to his previous comments from last month. 75% of students wish to earn degrees or certificates but only about 20% complete. Many drop out for a variety of reasons. Furey asked what information is available and can research be done to know?
Truesdale explained how budget cuts impacted services and research. Also provided overview of how indicators from various places sometimes conflict with each other.
Preus indicated there is national research available.

Paz requested 1-2 examples of this data.

Information/First Reading

Student Success: Degree Qualification Profile (DQP)
Camille Preus, Commissioner, CCWD
Carol Schaafsma, DQP Co-Leader
DQP is an attempt to identify the learning outcomes and knowledge base for AA and BA degrees. It began in Europe to cross-walk systems across systems. It has been approved by 90 countries. The United States has recently joined the conversation, and Oregon is involved and Lumina is funding the work.
It is likely that Lumina will be adding the high school level into this work, probably based on the CCSS.

Discussion:

Paz asked what artifacts have been produced as feedback and response from the field.
Schaafsma stated it will be likely that Oregon will not adopt the DQP as currently written, but will probably settle on something tailored to Oregon’s needs. As part of the Lumina funding, there will be a summer report. This will be provided to the Board.

Oregon is the only state funded as a full-participation state, all communications and universities engaged in this work. This work has been well supported by the community colleges and OUS.
Paz adjourned the meeting at 11:50 am.
