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ISSUE BEFORE THE BOARD: 

· Recommend accountability reporting requirements for 2014-15 under the first operational year of Smarter Balanced for approximately 235 elementary, middle and high schools participating in the Smarter Balanced field test.
BACKGROUND: 

· The current accountability system uses multiple years of assessment data to determine school and district ratings.

· In 2014-15, Oregon will implement Smarter Balanced as the only assessment in Math and English Language Arts for accountability.  

· The transition to Smarter Balanced does not present a technical problem for our accountability system as the growth model is assessment agnostic allowing us to move from measure to another. 

· ODE will include stakeholders to discuss these issues and develop recommendations.

· Regardless of how Oregon proceeds with school accountability in 2014-15, ODE will:

· continue to report assessment results against Annual Measurable Objectives.

· not identify new priority and focus schools until 2015-16. 

· identify new model schools annually. 
· ODE met with a group of stakeholders on January 9 to discuss the accountability system changes, identify the policy questions and the approach to make a recommendation to State Board of Education. 

POLICY QUESTIONS: 
The implementation of the Smarter Balanced field test impacts approximately 235 schools (~20%)in 2013-14 will require modifications to the 2014-15 accountability system. These modifications include the following:

· Achievement: 

· use only one year of assessment data in 2014-15. 

· Growth: 

· link OAKS and Smarter Balanced scales 

· determine which prior OAKS scores to include (for field test students)

· determine whether a school will receive a growth rating 

· How should the accountability system proceed if a school does not have sufficient OAKS tests from the 2013-14 school year? For example, shall we rate all schools and use only achievement rating when growth data are unavailable?

· If a school does not have essential growth data, should ODE carry over the rating from the previous year or should ODE indicate that the school is “Not Rated” similar to very small or new schools? 
· What are the implications for each of the scenarios listed in the two previous bullets?

· What assumptions should we make regarding whether to include growth data in the accountability rating?

· Did the school participate in the Smarter Balanced 2013-14 field test?

· Did the school test at least 94.5% of all students on OAKS in the content area?
